1. Separate rules regarding every department should be observed by each exhibitor.
2. All 4-H and Open Class entries, static and livestock entries, must be made in FairEntry. http://harveycountyfair.fairentry.com Entries made any other way will not be accepted. ALL 4-H ENTRIES ARE DUE JULY 17th.	
3. The management reserves the right to reject any entry offered. 	
4. No entry fees will be charged except as noted under rules for the department. Where entry fees are required, they must be paid via FairEntry or to the Fair Secretary. 	
5. All exhibits except livestock are to be removed between 4-6 p.m., Monday, Aug. 4, except where stated in the division rules. Release time will not apply to livestock that goes through the 4-H Livestock Sale. Release time for all livestock is 5 p.m. on Sunday. The Livestock superintendent may choose to release earlier if deemed necessary. The management is not responsible for exhibits not claimed by 7 p.m. Failure to comply with this requirement will bar such exhibitor from participating in premiums. 	
6. The management reserves the right to assign any space or pen, and no exhibitor will be allowed to sublet any space, stall, or pen without the consent of the Superintendent. 	
7. Awards will be made only on animals or articles listed in the Rules Book. 	
8. The Judge’s decision on all awards will be awarded to the same exhibitor in single entry classes and one monetary award in group classes. 	
9. Any false entry or exhibit may be removed from exhibition by the management. 	
10. All exhibits must be in place as stated in individual division rules. 	
11. Where there is only one exhibit entered in any given class, the management reserves the right to award only one premium according to the decision made by the Judge. 	
12. Any situation not provided for in special or general rules will be left to the Superintendent for decision. 	
13. Judges, at their discretion, may withhold any or all premiums if any article or animal, in their judgment, is not worthy of award.	
14. In no case shall the Fair Association or the Secretary, or any party connected with the organization, be held responsible for any loss, damage, accidental injury, or death from any cause of people or animals, diseases included, while they or their property are on the fairgrounds at any time. However, management will use reasonable care to protect specimens exhibited at the Fair. Special watchmen will be provided to protect exhibits day and night. The livestock barn will be open from Wednesday, set up. Fair Board is NOT responsible for lost or stolen items. 	
15. All livestock in the open classes, except market livestock, breeding beef, and goats shall be registered. 	
16. All livestock exhibitors need to check specific species rules and sanitary requirements. 	
17. The open class is open for entries from individuals from outside Harvey County. 	
18. Only parents, Harvey County 4-H members, approved 4-H volunteers, qualified FFA members, and project leaders may assist in grooming and handling animals outside the show ring. Only Harvey County 4-H and qualified FFA members are allowed in the show ring. Any animal on which this rule is broken may be barred from completing the show from the infraction point on. 	
19. No commercial advertising on 4-H projects. 	
20. No tanks larger than 200 gallons will be allowed in the building. 	
21. No animals are allowed in the barn prior to 5:00 p.m. Thursday, July 31st.		
22. The rules book found online at the fair website will serve as the final rules. 
23. The Superintendent of each Division is authorized to refuse animals showing signs of disease or otherwise dangerous to themselves or other animals being exhibited.


LIVESTOCK SANITARY REQUIREMENTS 
WITHDRAWAL TIMES FOR DRUGS, GROWTH PROMOTANTS, AND OTHER APPROVED MATERIALS: Exhibitors, their parents/guardians, leaders, and instructors have a serious responsibility to use animal health aides (drugs), growth promoters, and any other approved materials with great care, and only when needed and in correct amounts. Approved withdrawal times are set and must be followed to ensure that meat customers receive wholesome food. Only animal health aides labeled for specific livestock species are acceptable for use. Follow the labels for application use and withdrawal. Any product not labeled for livestock use would constitute an unethical practice, and if used, the exhibitor would be required to forfeit all prizes and premiums.
BLOOD DRUG TESTING: The giving of an oral or injected diuretic, growth promotion, or other medication not approved for any domestic animal constitutes an unethical practice. The Harvey County, KS Fair Association reserves the right to have a laboratory analysis made on any animal entered in competition. An exhibitor of an animal producing an analysis with a quantity of diuretic, or any unapproved medication, will forfeit all prizes and premiums and may be barred from future competition at the Harvey County Fair Association. 
CATTLE 
Dairy or beef with active ringworm lesions, warts, or signs of contagious disease cannot be shown and will be sent home. 
Any out-of-state exhibitor must have health papers. 
GOATS 
No health papers are required. All sexually intact (does & bucks) and wethers must be identified with a registered tattoo or an official USDA premise I.D. tag. Kids under 
At 8 weeks of age, accompanied by their dams, are exempt from the ID process.
SHEEP
Premise scrapie I.D. tags are required on all breeding sheep & all market lambs. 
SWINE 
All swine should be kept in isolation from other livestock for 30 days following the fair. The Fair Board is not responsible for any disease brought in or acquired by animals at the fair.
HORSE
A valid VS Form 10-11 showing evidence of a negative Equine Infectious Anemia (Coggins) test conducted by a state-approved laboratory within 12 months prior to exhibition is required by KDA-DAH. Foals six months of age and younger, accompanying their EIA-negative dams, are exempt from EIA test requirements.
POULTRY
Kansas remains designated as a Pullorum-Typhoid (P-T) Clean state.  All poultry (except waterfowl) are required to show proof of being P-T clean by one of the following: Originating from a certified U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid clean flock OR testing negative at check-in of the county fair, which has been designated by KDA-DAH for surveillance.  Routine surveillance testing will be performed at each county fair at least once every 5 years.  The office will set up Pullorum testing in accordance with the 5-year guidance.

1. ENTRY DEADLINES – All 4-H and Open Class entries, static and livestock entries, must be made in FairEntry. http://harveycountyfair.fairentry.com Entries made any other way will not be accepted. ALL 4-H ENTRIES ARE DUE JULY 17th.
2. PRIZE MONEY – will be paid after the Harvey County Fair. The 4-H Office will send an email when it is ready.   

3. All exhibits must be in place by 12 Noon, Saturday. Exceptions to this are listed in the Division's project rules. PLEASE READ THESE CAREFULLY.  

4. EXHIBIT RELEASE TIME  
- Non-Livestock Exhibits: Monday, Aug. 5, 4-6 p.m.  
- Non-Sale Livestock Exhibit: Sunday, Aug. 4, 30 minutes after the beef show ends  
Any exhibitor leaving the Fair before the official release time (or without permission of the division Superintendent) shall forfeit (premium money) and/or the right to sell their animal in the 4-H LIVESTOCK SALE.  

5. All exhibits must be the result of 2026 work.  
6. The Superintendent is authorized to refuse animals showing signs of disease or otherwise dangerous to themselves or other animals are being exhibited. 

7. Each exhibitor is limited to two exhibits in each class in all divisions unless specified otherwise in the division's special rules. 
8. An exhibit or project may be entered in only one division or class.  
9. If an exhibitor has two animals in the same class, they may ask another 4-Her to show their animal. This 4-Her must be exhibiting in the fair currently, and the Superintendent and/or Agent has the right to veto the 4-Her chosen to show the second animal.  
10. 4-H Livestock entries may show in the Open Class, provided they make entries in the Open Class prior to the Fair.  
11. Animals shown in the market classes are not eligible to show in breeding classes and vice versa.  
12. Acceptable exhibits will be placed in blue, red, and white ribbon groups. Exhibits not meeting the requirements of the Division and Classes therein will not be awarded a ribbon but may be displayed at the discretion of the Superintendent. However, Superintendents reserve the right to establish additional classes in their division as they deem necessary. Superior exhibits may be designated as a purple ribbon by the judge. Champion, Reserve Champion, Grand, and Reserve Grand Champion will be awarded where appropriate if quality merits.  
13. Members should cooperate with Superintendents, follow their instructions in maintaining their divisions, and abide by their decisions. In the case of an exhibitor objecting to an interpretation of the rules, the objection must be made to the superintendent concerned. If deemed necessary, the Superintendent may refer the question to the Appeals Committee, which is the final authority on interpretations of 4-H/FFA rules. 	

14. Conference-type judging will be available in most 4-H/FFA Divisions. 4-Hers/FFA are encouraged to be available when their exhibit is being judged. 
15. All livestock exhibitors check species rules for information on health and ownership requirements. 	 
16. 4-H/FFA member may only exhibit and sell in one county. 	
 
17. Harvey County Free Fair is open to HV Co. 4-H members and FFA members in Newton - Hesston, Moundridge, Halstead, and Sedgwick FFA Chapters. To participate, exhibitors must have ID animals according to the Harvey County Official Weigh Day. 18. All animals must be fed and watered orally. Animals may not be force-fed.  
18. Exhibitors who abuse an animal will be barred from showing and will forfeit any premium, ribbon or prize money won. This includes beating, slapping, and forcing an animal into a solid object in an attempt to make the animal brace more firmly.

Kansas State Fair 
19. Notice: No 4-H/FFA Livestock, Dairy, Horse, Poultry, Rabbits, or Dogs are entered automatically in the State Fair or any other show following the County Fair. The club member is responsible for entering these shows by bringing the proper information & fees to the County Extension Office before the deadline dates. The deadline for entries is as follows:

*** ETHICS ***
The purpose of the Harvey County Fair is to provide a learning experience for the youth, their family 
and the community of Harvey County. Toward that end, the following rules will be applied:
RULES: Any exhibit misrepresented as to ownership, quality, or appearance will be disqualified.  All judges and superintendents will be treated courteously.  All contestants and family members are expected to always display proper conduct and politeness.  Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated at any time and will result in forfeiture of all placings and qualifications earned that day. Any drug administered on fairgrounds must have superintendent approval and/or be given by a veterinarian. Every animal shall, at all times, be treated humanely and with dignity, respect, and compassion.  The standard by which conduct, or treatment, will be measured is that which a reasonable person, informed and experienced in generally accepted livestock training and exhibition procedures or veterinary standards, would determine to be cruel, abusive, or inhumane.  No person on the show grounds, including, but not limited to, barns, stalls, practice area, and show arena, may treat an animal in an inhumane manner.

[bookmark: _Toc224131567]Appeal Process

Questions regarding conduct or show rules should be addressed by the contestant and referred to the show division superintendent.  If a problem still exists, it will be presented to the appeals committee.  This committee will consist of the Fair Association Executive committee, department superintendent, and the extension agent responsible for that area and may be called upon to furnish specific information or clarify rules involved in the protest.  Any person wanting to appeal must provide a written appeal, along with a $50 check made out to the Harvey County, KS Fair Association, and deliver it to one of the Executive Fair Board members. The judge’s decisions and placings will be considered final.  At no time should the contestants and/or parents be allowed to confront the judge during the show. Any violation of these rules will result in disqualification and forfeiture of all awards and premiums and may lead to the removal of the exhibit from the fairgrounds.

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4-Hers/FFA may sell one animal or food item only in the Sale, which will be held at 7:00 p.m., Monday, August 3. Only animals shown in the market classes may be sold at the 4-H/FFA Livestock Sale. Exhibits not meeting the requirements for the Division and Classes therein are not eligible to sell at the auction but can sell for the floor price. Minimum weights in order to sell in the Livestock Sale are as follows: 	
	Market Lambs - 100 pounds 	(Hair Sheep minimum weight is 75 pounds.)
	Market Goats - 60 pounds 	
	Market Swine - 220 pounds 	
	Market Steers - 1000 pounds
All market livestock will be weighed as listed in the 4-H Division rules. 4-H/FFA members or another designated person must be present when animals are weighed. Please be prompt. 4-Hers/FFA members must indicate to the Division Superintendent which animal they plan on selling no later than 4 p.m., Sunday. If Superintendents are not notified by 4 p.m., animals will be placed at the bottom of the sale order. 	
	
Sale fees for all items/livestock have been sponsored for the 2026 fair. Superintendents will submit the list of sale animals to the Sale Chairperson to complete the order. Beef and swine will self-market for 2026. For those superintendents obtaining floor price bids, bids must be in the office by 12 noon for the auction program. Animals that go through the 4-H/FFA Sale do not have to go to the butcher. This is not a terminal sale. 4-Hers/FFA members are responsible for feeding, watering, and caring for the animal until it is loaded into any packer truck. 	
4-Hers/FFA members must be present to sell their own animal at the livestock sale unless cleared with the Fair Association in advance. Animals may be withdrawn from the sale at any time prior to their entry into the sale ring. 
Payment & Participation Guidelines 
The Harvey County KS Fair Association will use the same payment process as in 2025. Buyers will send their payment to the Fair Association, and the Fair Association will then write checks to the youth.
Buyer Payments
· Buyers are asked to pay within 2 weeks of receiving their invoice.
· We allow time after the sale to finalize add-on buyers and send invoices.
When Youth Will Be Paid
· Checks will begin being issued on August 24, 2026.
· Youth will only be paid for buyers whose payments have been received.
· If buyer payments come in after August 24, checks will be mailed once payment and required paperwork are complete.
Thank-You Notes Are Required
Before receiving a sale check, youth must provide the following to the extension office:
· Write thank-you notes to all add-on buyers.
· Provide proof that a thank-you has been delivered to their primary buyer(s).
Final Deadline
· All thank-you notes must be completed.
· Checks must be picked up from the Extension Office.
· The deadline for both is November 30, 2026.
If Requirements Are Not Met
If a youth does not complete thank-you notes and pick up their check by November 30, 2026:
· They cannot participate in the 2027 sale.
· They will have one more opportunity to participate in 2028.
· If they do not meet the requirements again in 2028, they will no longer be allowed to participate in the sale.
What Happens to Unclaimed Money?
If sale money cannot be distributed because requirements were not met, those funds will stay in the Sale Account and be used to cover sale expenses.

1. Club or chapter members entering the fitting and showing contest must own and fit the animals entered in this event. Exceptions will be made as needed under the discretion of the superintendent and agent. 
2. There will be two divisions for contestants in the finals. Senior (14 & over) and intermediate (13 and under). Age determined as of January 1 of the current year. Contestants in the finals will have been selected by the judging of the showmanship classes in the following species: Beef, Dairy, Dairy Goat, Sheep, Swine, Meat Goat, and Horse. 
3. Once a contestant receives Grand Champion Intermediate or Senior Round Robin, they are ineligible to participate again in that division.
4. If the champion of a species is ineligible, then the next person in place will be contacted to represent the species in the Round Robin. 
5. A lottery system will be used to fill needed vacancies in Round Robin. 
6. The Superintendent of each species shall be responsible for designating the contestant for each division (Intermediate or Senior) in the Round Robin. 
7. Official Practice time is set for Sunday at 4 pm, but 4-Hers can start practicing at any time by reaching out to other 4-Hers and learning from each other. 
8. All practicing with chosen animals must take place at the fairgrounds. 
9. Contestants must show the animal they won Showmanship with, if there is no animal, the Superintendent will designate an animal.

RULES:
Harvey County Fair will be exhibitors' choice of fitted, not-fitted, or any degree of fitting. Grooming may include the use of adhesives, paints, and powders, and shall not include the use of twin/artificial material or hair from the animal or another animal. Any other questions as to the fitting rule shall refer to the Kansas State Fair Grand Drive rule book.

1. Read General 4-H/FFA rules, Livestock Health Requirements, and Livestock Sale Rules. 
2.  4-H/FFA beef project members will be allowed to show a total of five head in the Beef Division. 
3. Superintendents will assign stall areas by 4-H clubs or FFA chapters. 
4. Due to the narrow width of the aisles, only hanging fans will be allowed and should blow from left to right as looking at the stall from the aisle. No fans sitting in the aisles. No blocking Chutes in the tie stalls, except in front of the big west door. 
5. Only Harvey County 4-H and FFA qualified member families, volunteers, and project leaders may assist in grooming and handling animals outside the show ring. Only Harvey County 4-H and FFA qualified members are allowed in the show ring. Any animal on which this rule is broken may be barred from completing the show from the infraction point on. 
6. 4-H/FFA members must show their own animal unless they have more than one animal in the show ring or have obtained prior Superintendent approval.
7. The animal a 4-H/FFA member exhibits in showmanship must have been exhibited in a 4-H / FFA show by the same exhibitor. 
8. Release time: non-sale animals – Sunday at 5 p.m.; sale animals following auction. 
9. All exhibits must remain on the Fairgrounds from check-in time to approved release time, unless permission is obtained from the Superintendent. Failure to comply will result in forfeiture of the right to exhibit the animal or of the premium money won. 
10. Animals, except cows, must be in the barn between 9 a.m. and 8 p.m. 
11. Market animals are beef breed steers or heifers. 
12. To show at the Harvey County Fair, a market animal must be weighed and tagged at county weigh day or by a county representative prior to the specified county weigh day. Those tagged without weighing at the county weigh day will not be eligible for the Rate of Gain division.
13. Market animal must be owned and managed by an exhibiting 4-H / FFA member.
14. AT COUNTY FAIR WEIGH IN MARKET, ANIMAL OWNER OR REPRESENTATIVE MUST BE PRESENT. THE SUPERINTENDENTS WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR IDENTIFYING AND WEIGHING ANIMALS BELONGING TO MEMBERS NOT PRESENT. ANIMALS WILL BE OFFICIALLY WEIGHED ONLY ONCE. MARKET ANIMALS MUST BE IN THE BARN BY 10 A.M. TO WEIGH AT 11 A.M. ANYONE COMING LATE WILL WAIT ONE HOUR FROM ARRIVAL TO WEIGH. MARKET ANIMALS NOT WEIGHING A MINIMUM OF 1000 LBS. WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO AUCTION BUT MAY STILL SHOW.
15. Guidelines for breed qualification will be the Kansas State Fair Youth show rules. The following are steer breed divisions classes: Angus, Charolais, Chianina, Hereford, Maine-Anjou, Red Angus, Shorthorn, Shorthorn Plus, Simmental, ROB, crossbreed, and Market Heifer. ROB are registered eligible market animals that do not qualify under a designated breed. Following the county fair weigh-in class, breaks will be made by the 4-H/FFA Beef Superintendents. 	
16. For market steers to qualify for breed division, they must have a steer breed verification form or registration paper filed with the extension office or superintendent. On the verification form, the steer breeder must verify the breed makeup of the steer. They are not needed for crossbred steers or market heifers. 	
17. Market heifers will show in one class, all breeds. If numbers require more than one class, those classes will be broken by weight.
18. Breed champion selection is the first-place blue ribbon winner from each class. Reserve champion - add the 2nd place class blue ribbon winner to the champion. 	
19. Grand Champion Market Animal will be selected from the breed champions and the market heifer champion. Reserve Grand will add the Reserve Grand Champion to the Grand Champion. 	
20. BREEDING FEMALE CHECK-IN IS FRIDAY MORNING. Registration papers or commercial certificates must be brought to check in to complete entry. (A copy of your entries would be good as proof of your entry information.) 
21. Cow-Calf class will consist of any age cow with a nursing calf. They will show as a pair and are not eligible to show as individuals. One class of combined breeds, unless entry numbers justify dividing. Or they can be entered as individuals if the calf is a heifer.	
22. Cows will stall in the designated tie-out area. Calf may stall with cow or in barn, exhibitor's choice. 
23. Females may be co-owned and co-registered or certified by two or more 4-H/FFA members of the same family, but cannot be registered to an exhibitor and a parent or farm. A female can be exhibited by only one 4-H/FFA member in a given year and must be carried as a project by the same member. 	
24. Registered females must be registered in the exhibitor’s name by May 1 of the year shown. A calf qualifies with a cow registered in 4-H/FFA member's name. Registration papers must be presented at check-in. 	
25. Commercial females are not registered with a breed association. Commercial females must be owned by 4-H/FFA exhibitor by May 1 of the year shown. A Harvey County Commercial female certificate copy will be required to check the female in. It remains good as long as 4-H/FFA member owns the named animal. A nursing calf will qualify with a properly certified dam.
26. 4-H/FFA females can be shown in the open class division.  Exhibitors must enter both the 4-H/FFA and Open Class divisions.

5. See Forestry Project Book for details on mounting.
6. Divide specimens into the following sections: Native Kansas Trees and Non-Native Kansas Trees.
7. Group specimens according to the years collected.
8. New specimens are those collected during the current year.
9. When replacing previously displayed samples, due to degradation, improper mounting or incorrect identification, the specimen label must also be updated. Replacements do not count as new specimens. Replacements should be displayed in the “old previous” section of the display.
10. If you retrieve information for your exhibit, you must include a reference citation to the source.
11. Variations of varieties do not count as different species or specimens.
12. In all leaf collections, exhibit one complete leaf where possible. If leaf is too large, exhibit as much as possible. Sketch in reduced scale the entire leaf and illustrate where the exhibited portion is from. Note: A “leaflet” is incorrect when displayed as the complete leaf for the tree.

QUOTA
Exhibitors are limited to 1 entry per class. Exhibitors can only exhibit in 1 leaf collection class.

01 - Beginning Knowing Trees as Individuals Leaf Collection - A. Exhibit a minimum of 10 different leaves from native Kansas trees collected within the year. Exhibit can include non-native leaves in addition to the required number of leaf specimens collected from native Kansas trees. OR B. Exhibit a minimum of 5 native Kansas trees showing leaf, twig and fruit from each species collected.
02 - Intermediate Knowing Trees as Individuals Leaf Collection - A. Exhibit a minimum of 20 different leaves (including 10 new specimens) from native Kansas trees. Exhibit can include non-native leaves in addition to the required number of leaf specimens collected from native Kansas trees. OR B. Exhibit a minimum of 10 native Kansas trees showing leaf, twig and fruit from each species collected. This exhibit must include 5 new leaf, twig and fruit specimens.
03 - Senior Knowing Trees as Individuals Leaf Collection - A. Exhibit a minimum of 30 different leaves (including 10 new specimens) from native Kansas trees. Exhibit can include non-native leaves in addition to the required number of leaf specimens collected from native Kansas trees. OR B. Exhibit a minimum of 15 native Kansas trees showing leaf, twig and fruit from each species collected. This exhibit must include 5 new leaf, twig and fruit specimens.
04 - Advanced Knowing Trees as Individuals Leaf Collection - A. Exhibit a minimum of 40 different leaves (including 20 new specimens) from native Kansas trees. Exhibit can include non-native leaves in addition to the required number of leaf specimens collected from native Kansas trees. OR B. Exhibit a minimum of 20 native Kansas trees showing leaf, twig and fruit from each species collected. This exhibit must include 10 new leaf, twig and fruit specimens. **Exhibit one complete leaf where possible. Where leaf is too large, exhibit as much of terminal portions as possible. Sketch in reduced scale the entire leaf and illustrate where the exhibited portion comes from.
05 - How a Tree Grows Display - Entry may include a project notebook with 10 or more seeds collected with pictures showing a germination study or a mounting of a thin section of wood cut from the end of a log or top of stump labeled with information such as kind of wood and age of tree when cut or exhibits an illustration of how a tree grows.
06 - Tree Appreciation Display - Entry may include a research or reporting project notebook with no more than 10 pages based on the exhibitor’s selected tree. This notebook may include sketches, drawings, pictures, a story, or any other things which will help tell about the tree you have selected.
07 - Growing and Protecting Tree Display - Entry requires project notebook telling about project and pictures before, during, and after planting seedlings.
08 - Tree Culture Display - Entry requires project notebook showing your project work and includes pictures of before, during, and after wood lot improvement.
09 - How Forests Serve Us Display - Entry may include collected wood samples (all or partial) and a 500-word essay. Wood sample display to be mounted on poster board or any stiff material no larger than 2’ wide x 3’ high. Essay should be displayed in a covered binder.
09 - How Forests Serve Us Display - Entry may include collected wood samples (all or partial) and a 500-word essay. Wood sample display to be mounted on poster board or any stiff material no larger than 2’ wide x 3’ high. Essay should be displayed in a covered binder.
10 - Educational/Creative Exhibit Display - Entry must be directly related to tree identification or Forestry. Type of exhibit is open (notebook, poster, collection box, etc.) given a maximum size of 2’ x 3’. Care should be taken to use durable materials that will withstand County Fair conditions. This is a good class to exhibit an unusual collection.

RULES
1. Read General 4-H Rules.
2. The plan from which the project was constructed must be included with the article exhibited. The plan may be a photocopy, the actual pattern, or a scale drawing. It must be complete and accurate to the extent that a duplicate article could be built using the plan as a guide. Please note: a set of step-by-step instructions is not a plan. Include a list and cost of materials, plus amount of time spent on constructing and finishing the article. This list should include all wood, hardware, finishing supplies, etc.
3. Projects with missing or insufficient plans will be lowered by one ribbon placing.
4. The use of materials other than wood, screws, nails, and adhesive should be kept to a minimum.
5. Projects that have unsecured glass, i.e., glass shelves, the glass top of a coffee table, etc., should not be brought to the fair. Glass that is secured in the project, i.e., the glass front of a gun case or cabinet, etc., is permissible since it cannot be easily removed.
6. Extra pieces that go with your woodworking project (i.e. bean bags to go with a cornhole set, building blocks to go with a play table, etc.) should not be submitted with the project.
7. The entry card, plans, and all other paperwork should be enclosed in a zip top plastic bag with a hole punched through it and tied or otherwise secured to the project in some manner. Tape is usually not adequate to accomplish this.
8. Refinished/refurbished furniture will not be accepted for exhibit in the woodworking project.
9. Projects made from pre-cut kits are not allowed.
10. In judging woodworking articles, consideration will be given to workmanship, including accuracy to the plan, design, choice of wood, suitability and quality of finish, and usefulness.
11. Projects with “fractal burning” are NOT ALLOWED. (Example – electrical burning to make black linework on artwork.)
12. During construction of exhibits, PPE (personal protective equipment) is to be worn by those in the workspace.
13. Each 4-H'er will discuss with a judge about each woodworking entry. A sign-up will be available at check-in.

QUOTA
Each exhibitor is limited to a total of 4 exhibits in this division.

RULES
1. Read General 4-H Rules.
2. Each Electronics & Renewable Energy exhibit must include a “4-H Electronics & Renewable Energy Information Form,” which is available through your local K-State Extension office or at http://electric.engtech4ks.com/. This form must be attached to the outside of a 10” x 13” manila envelope. You must also include a wiring diagram or schematic. Place them inside the manila envelope. For notebooks, display boards, and posters, no additional exhibit information is required; no manila envelope is needed for these exhibits.
3. Items that have been in use should be cleaned for exhibit.
4. All electrical exhibits’ wiring and connections must be accessible for examination by the judges.  Sealed exhibits that cannot be opened for inspection are not acceptable. 
5. Lithium batteries must be accessible or removeable in exhibits for safety purposes.  The exhibit cannot contain a locked compartment housing a lithium battery.
6. The National Electric Code (NEC) will apply for judging. 
7. A sheet of operating instructions must be furnished and included in the manilla envelope for any exhibit that is not self-explanatory.
8. Projects (classes 01, 02, & 03) must be operable using only 110 or 120V AC or battery power. If battery power is required, batteries must be furnished.
9. Any project with a complexity of size or electronics must have (a) instructions for assembly and use and (b) if it requires special test equipment beyond a screwdriver or multimeter, it should be available at the time of judging for actual testing of the exhibit.
10. No hand dipped solder may be used on exhibits.
11. If a safety violation is noted by the judges, superintendent, or other staff, the exhibitor’s exhibit, at the judges’ discretion, may receive a reduced ribbon placement or disqualification.
12. Alternative Energy projects concern a form of energy derived from a natural source, such as the sun, geothermal, wind, tides, or waves.
13. All educational displays, exhibits, and experiments are to be displayed on free standing 36” x 48” trifold display boards and items may not extend beyond 12” from the back board.

QUOTA
Each exhibitor is limited to a total of 4 exhibits in this division, but not more than 2 exhibits in each class.

CLASSES	
01 - AC Electric Projects - Electric projects with a 110 or 120 V alternating current (AC) power source. Some project examples are household wiring demonstrations, small appliances extension cords, trouble lights, indoor or outdoor wiring boards, or shop lights, Projects may be a restoration or original construction. The project must be operational and meet minimum safety standards. AC projects must be 110/120 V, no 240 V exhibits are allowed, and must be constructed such that the judges have access to examine the quality of workmanship. 
02 - DC Electric Projects - Electric projects with a battery or direct current power source. This class includes electric kits or original projects. This class also includes demonstration DC powered projects. Examples include: wiring two-way or three- way switches, difference between series/parallel lighting circuits or wiring doorbells switches. All DC electric projects must work with batteries supplied by the 4-H member. Projects must be constructed such that the judges have access to examine the quality of wiring workmanship. 
03 - Electronics Projects - Electronic projects with a battery or direct current power source. This class includes electronic kits or original projects. Examples include radios, telephones, toy robots, light meters, security systems, etc. They may be constructed using printed circuit board, wire wrap, or breadboard techniques. Include instruction/assembly manual if the exhibit is from a kit. Include plans if an original project Projects must be constructed such that the judges have access to examine the quality of wiring workmanship. 
04 - Electrical and Electronics Educational Displays and Exhibits - This class includes any educational displays, exhibits or science fair projects which DO NOT have a power source, i.e. exhibits, posters or displays of wire types, conduit types, electrical safety, tool or motor parts identification or electrical terminology.
05 - Computers - Newly built or repaired computers. This class is for newly built or repaired computers (laptop or PC) and allows 4-Hers to demonstrate skills integrating the various parts of a computer into a single unit. Displays should show either a fully functional computer or show what the individual components do. The display should be free of dust and cabled neatly. Fully functional computers should boot up and need to include a monitor, keyboard, or mouse for the county fair.
06 - Educational Displays and Exhibits - The purpose of the educational display and exhibit is to educate the viewer about a specific area of the 4-H electrical or electronics project. The display or exhibit should illustrate one basic idea. This class includes any educational displays, exhibits or science fair type projects which DO NOT have a power source, i.e. exhibits, posters or displays of wire types, conduit types, electrical safety, tool or motor parts identification or electrical terminology.
06 - Alternative Energy Educational Display - Create an exhibit that addresses a focused topic related to power generated from a renewable energy source. The purpose of the exhibit is to inform and create awareness.
07 - Alternative Energy Experiment - Display an experiment addressing a problem or question related to power generated from a renewable energy source. Include hypothesis, background research, variables, a control, data, findings, conclusions and recommendations for future study

RULES
1. Read General 4-H Rules.
2. Any major violation of rules will result in the exhibit being dropped one ribbon placing. Examples would include, but are not limited to: incorrect display box size, missing paperwork, feet on display boxes, no special project in notebooks, etc.
3. Follow copyright laws as explained in the General Rules. 4-H exhibitors should avoid using copyrighted materials whenever possible by originating his/her own work. Educational purposes will be disqualified and will not be displayed or receive ribbons or premium.
4. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each entomology entry. A sign-up will be available at check-in.
Insect Collection Rules
1. All entries should be submitted in an 18 x 24 x 3.5-inch wooden display box with a clear plastic top (such as plexiglass - no glass). Boxes can be handmade or purchased as long as they are of the correct size. Box instructions and plans.
2. 4-Hers may choose to use one of two taxonomies:
· Option A: As printed in “Insects in Kansas” book
· Option B: www.bugguide.net
3. Each exhibitor is required to identify each box with two identification labels bearing Exhibitor’s name, county or district, the collection class 4-H’er is enrolled in and statement of taxonomy used. One label goes in the upper left corner of the box (inside) and the other on the lower right corner of the box (outside). Arrange specimens in the box so the box can be displayed lengthwise.
4. The number of orders, specimens (and families where required) must be included on both of the exhibitor’s box identification labels. Only one adult insect per species can be used in the Collection Boxes and Notebook Classes, unless labeled as male or female and correctly identified.
5. Arrange specimens in groups or rows parallel to the short sides of the box. Specimens are to be arranged by Order in the box, then Family where required.
6. Two labels should be centered on the pin beneath each specimen. First (closest to the specimen) is the common name label and the second label should include date/locality. Full county name and state abbreviation should be on the second label. Collector’s name (or host) on the date/locality label is optional.
7. The specimens should be collected by the exhibitor and should focus on Kansas insects. Insects may be collected from one county into bordering states and labeled accordingly. Please refer to “Entomology Collection Exhibit Resource” for full details on out-of-state insects in collections.
8. Only specimens of the class Insecta should be included.
9. Purchased insects are not to be exhibited in collections, but they may be used in educational displays.
10. Specimens of soft bodied insects such as aphids, lice, termites, etc. should be exhibited in alcohol filled vials; however, the use of alcohol filled vials should be limited to only those specimens that lose their shape when pinned, since the vials pose a significant hazard to the rest of the collection if they become loose in transit.
11. Emphasis in judging will be placed on the overall variety of Kansas insects represented in the collection, accuracy of identification, skill and technique acquired in mounting of specimens, and overall arrangement and appearance of the collection.
12. After the first year in Entomology, all 4-H members need to add an 8 ½ by 11-inch sheet of paper to their collection that states what they did to improve their collection for the current year. This should include how many new insects were added to the display box (please list), how many insects were replaced in the display box (please list), and Page | 60 number of new orders and/or families were added to the display box. Other optional things that could be included are number of insects caught for the year, number of new Orders added this year, number of talks and/or demonstrations given, activities participated in, leadership roles, etc. This paper should be taped to the upper left corner on the front of your display box.
13. The following insects are listed as Threatened or Endangered by the Fish and Wildlife Service. Because of this, no specimens of the below species may be caught or displayed in insect collections or educational displays. If specimens of these species are included in collections or educational displays, it will be counted as a major violation. Any major violation of rules will result in the exhibit being dropped one ribbon placing. Please refer to www.kanas4-h.org on the Entomology project page for more information.
a. American Burying Beetle (Nicrophorus americanus)
b. Monarch Butterfly (Danaus plexippus)
c. Eastern Regal Fritillary Butterfly (Argynnis idalia idalia or Speyeria idalia)
d. Western Regal Fritillary Butterfly (Argynnis idalia occidentalis or Speyeria occidentalis)
e. Great Spangled Fritillary (Speyeria cybele)
14. A minimum of 10 new specimens must be added and/or replaced each year.
15. Do not put the spindle-shaped bag of a Bagworm in your collections (as a female example of the species.)  These bags must be cut open to determine if the caterpillar inside is a male or female.  Opening the box to confirm the ID correctness could pose a significant risk to the collection. 
16. For projects displayed in box-style exhibits—such as Entomology or Geology—that must be opened for judging, exhibitors may choose to include a closure mechanism on the box. While closures are not required, their use will not result in a ribbon deduction. Acceptable options include Velcro strips or hook-style fasteners. Closures should not interfere with the box’s ability to be displayed on a shelf and must not be lockable.
Notebook Rules
1. Individual entries are to be placed for display in a three-ring notebook for competition. For the Intermediate and Advanced level, two notebooks may be used. A Title Page must be placed in the front of the second notebook. (Refer back to Rule #3 in Notebook Rules).
2. 4-H members who have been previously enrolled in or are currently enrolled in the other phases of the Entomology project need to start with the Beginning Phase of Entomology Notebooks, not the introductory phase.
3. Each exhibitor is required to identify the notebook by placing a Title Page in the front of the notebook bearing the exhibitors name, county or district and class 4-H’er is enrolled in and statement of taxonomy used:
· Option A: “Insects in Kansas” book, or
· Option B: https://bugguide.net.
The number of orders, specimens, and families (required in Intermediate and Advanced classes) must also be included on the Title.
4. Specimen pages should be grouped according to order and should include one page per species. If more than one insect is in the photo, an arrow to indicate the identified insect should be used.
5. Date, common name, full county name and state abbreviation should be included for each species. Collector’s name on the specimen page is optional.
6. Specimen pages should have two different views of the insect if possible. If pictures are taken on different dates/localities, include information for both.
7. A statement describing the habitat where found/host plant may be included and is encouraged and will be worth a bonus 10 points total, not per page. For Intermediate and Advanced notebooks, this is strongly encouraged.
8. A divider page is to be placed in front of each order of insects with the order name printed on the tab for the page as well on the front of the divider page.
9. For the Intermediate and Advanced classes, insects are also to be grouped by family behind each order divider. After the first year in Entomology, all 4-H members need to add an 8 ½ by 11-inch sheet of paper to their Photo Collection Notebook that states what they did to improve their notebook for the current year. This should include how many new insect photo pages were added to the Notebook (please list), how many insect photo pages were replaced in the Notebook (please list), and number of new orders and/or families added to the Notebook. Other optional things that could include are number of insects photographed for the year, number of new Orders added this year, number of talks and/or demonstrations given, activities participated in, leadership roles, etc. This paper should be placed right behind the Title Page in your Notebook.
10. A special project must be completed each year and included in the notebook. See project guideline materials for specifications.
11. A minimum of 10 phot pages of new species must be added and/or replaced each year.
Educational Display Rules
1. Share with others what you learned in this project. Exhibit any activity or learning experience related to the field of entomology or the Teaming with Insects curriculum that does not fit into Entomology Collection or notebook classes. Displays may consist of specialized groups of insects or relate to any aspect of insect life. Displays should be presented in a clear, concise, and interesting manner. The purpose of the project is to learn more about the importance, life cycles, biology, ecology, diversity, etc. of insects and related arthropods. Subject matter can be as varied as the animals themselves.
2. Educational classes are limited to one standard box, a maximum of 150 specimens, and work performed during the current year. The title of the exhibit should be indicated inside the box.
3. The exhibit may be, but isn’t limited to, original works, digital presentations presented on a USB drive (must provide printed hardcopy for exhibit purposes for duration of the fair), programs, websites, games, apps, display box, notebook, display or poster which you have made.
4. If the exhibit is a wooden display box, it must be 18 X24 X 3.5 inches with a clear plastic top (such as plexiglass – no glass) and displayed horizontally. If the exhibit is a poster, it must not be larger than 22” X 28”. If the exhibit is a display, maximum size is not to exceed a standard commercial 3’ X 4’ tri-fold display board.
5. Name and county must clearly be marked on educational exhibits.
Monarch Butterfly Educational Display Rules
Monarch Butterflies were officially put on the Endangered Species list on July 21, 2022. Having the specific name Danatus plexippus, this migratory butterfly is well known for its spectacular annual journey of up to 3,000 miles across the Americas. It is now threatened with extinction due to the habitat loss and climate change. 4-H members can play a critical role in helping bring habitat back for the Monarch Butterfly. They can help educate the public on ways to establish food sanctuaries for this butterfly species and help bring them back from the threat of extinction.
1. Exhibits should teach the public about the Monarch Butterfly and/or ways to protect and conserve it. The information could show nectar sources for adult butterflies and food sources for caterpillars, Monarch tagging activities, collection of native milkweed and the packaging it to give to others to plant, a group working together to plant a Monarch friendly garden, ect.
2. 4-H members may create a poster, notebook, standard size tri-fold diorama, slide show or other visual display that shows information on Monarch Butterflies. If a slide show is created, it should be presented on a zip drive along with a printed copy of the presentation.
3. Specimens of the actual Monarch Butterfly insect, caterpillars, or chrysalis MAY NOT BE USED in these displays.

CLASSES
01 - Cloverbud - Display in one or two shoe boxes, cigar boxes, pencil boxes, cake pan with a clear lid, or one standard display box with a minimum of 5 and a maximum of 10 species representing at least 4 orders. The boxes should be covered with a piece of plastic wrap, plexiglass, or other protective covering taped to the top of the box or attached in some manner. Follow all other guidelines listed for collection.
02 - Beginning Entomology I Collection - Display in one standard box a minimum of 50 and maximum of 125 species representing at least 7 orders. Follow the guidelines listed for Collections. Members can exhibit in this class a maximum of 3 years or until they receive a purple ribbon at the Kansas State Fair, whichever comes first and then they move up a division.
03 – Beginning Entomology II Collection - Display in one standard box a minimum of 75 and maximum of 150 species representing at least 9 orders. Follow the general guidelines listed for Collections. Members can exhibit in this class a maximum of 3 years or until they receive a purple ribbon at the Kansas State Fair, whichever comes first and then they move up a division.
04 - Intermediate Entomology Collection - Display a minimum of 100 and a maximum of 300 insects representing at least 10 orders. Two standard boxes can be used. All specimens should be grouped to order. In addition, family identification is required for all insects in any two of the following six orders: orders of Orthoptera, Hemiptera, Homoptera, Coleoptera, Diptera, and/or Hymenoptera. Observe that the number of families identified in these two orders must be recorded on the box identification labels. Families represent subdivisions of order grouping, and family labels will be pinned to the bottom of the box to represent subdivisions of the appropriate order. Members can exhibit in this class a maximum of 3 years or until they receive a purple ribbon in the Intermediate phase at the Kansas State Fair.
05 - Advanced Entomology Collection - Display a minimum of 150 and a maximum of 450 species representing at least 12 orders. Three standard boxes can be used. Follow the general guidelines listed for Collections. Family identification is required for all insects belonging to the six basic orders as outlined under the Intermediate phase. Only families in the above six orders will be counted for judging. Family identification of insects in the remaining orders is optional, but desirable as long as accuracy is maintained. On a piece of paper list what you did to improve your collection during the current year. Examples: what insects did you add or replace; what orders and/or families you added; what Leadership you provided to this project; and/or what insects you have studied. Attach paper to the back of one of the display boxes. Members may continue to exhibit in this class at the Kansas State Fair for an unrestricted number of years as long as they remain eligible for 4-H membership.
06 - Introductory Entomology Notebook - Display a minimum of 10 and a maximum of 30 insect species representing at least 6 different orders. Follow the general guidelines listed for Notebooks, including the Special project. A 4-H member must be of minimum age to compete at the Kansas State Fair. A 4-H member may exhibit in this class for a maximum of two years.
07 – Beginning I Entomology Notebook - Display a minimum of 20 and a maximum of 50 insect species representing at least 7 different orders. Follow the general guidelines listed for all Notebooks, including the Special project. Members can exhibit in this class for a maximum of 3 years or until they receive a purple ribbon at the Kansas State Fair.
08 - Beginning II Entomology Notebook - Display a minimum of 40 and a maximum of 70 insect species representing at least 8 different orders. Follow the general guidelines listed for all Notebooks, including the Special project. Members can exhibit in this class for a maximum of 3 years or until they receive a purple ribbon at the Kansas State Fair.
09 - Intermediate Entomology Notebook - Display a minimum of 60 and a maximum of 100 species representing at least 9 orders. Follow the general guidelines listed for Notebooks, including the Special project. In addition, family identification is required for all insects in any two of the following orders: (only two will be counted for judging)
• “Insects in Kansas” book - Orthoptera, Hemiptera, Homoptera, Coleoptera, Hymenoptera, and/or Diptera, or 
• “Insects in Kansas Book: 2016 Revised Taxonomy” which follows bugguide.net Taxonomy - Odonata, Orthoptera, Hemiptera, Coleoptera, Hymenoptera, and/or Diptera
Members can exhibit in this class a maximum of 3 years or until they receive a purple ribbon at the Kansas State Fair.
10 - Advanced Entomology Notebook - Display a minimum of 100 and a maximum of 200 species representing at least 12 orders. Follow the general rules listed for Notebooks, including the Special project. Follow the general guidelines listed for Notebooks. Family identification is required for all insects belonging to the six basic orders as outlined under the Intermediate phase. Only families in the above six orders will be counted for judging. Family identification of insects in the remaining orders is optional, but desirable as long as accuracy is maintained. Members may continue to exhibit in this class for an unrestricted number of years as long as they remain eligible for 4-H membership.
11 - Beginning Educational Exhibit - Class for individuals that are exhibiting in the Beginning I and II Collection or Beginning I or II Notebook Classes. If only exhibiting in this category, then ages 9-12.
12 - Intermediate Educational Exhibit - Class for individuals that are exhibiting in the Intermediate Collection or Intermediate Notebook Classes. If only exhibiting in this category, then ages 11-14.
13 - Advanced Educational Exhibit - Class for individuals that are exhibiting in the Advanced Collection or Advanced Notebook Classes. If only exhibiting in this category, then ages 13 or older.
14 - Beginning Monarch Butterfly Educational Display Class - for 4-H members in Beginning I or II Entomology. 
15 - Intermediate Monarch Butterfly Educational Display Class - for 4-H members in Intermediate Entomology.
16 - Advanced Monarch Butterfly Educational Display Class - for 4-H members in Advanced Entomology.

Superintendent(s):
	CHECK-IN: Sign-up for time slots ahead of judging, an email will be sent to sign-up
JUDGING: 8 AM - 12 PM, Friday, July 31
Sign up for judging times on our online sign-up sheet.
Judging times are 5 minutes per photo entry. Bring your entries to your judging time.

RULES
1. Read General 4-H Rules.
2. Photographs entered must be the result of the current year’s project work by the 4-H member. Photo images must be taken by the 4-H Member (exhibitor).
3. Photographs taken with a digital camera are allowed no more adjustments than exposure, color intensity or correction, one click filter effects, red eye removal, cropping, dodging and burning, and HDR (high dynamic range).  Please note: AI (artificial intelligence) modified images are not allowed.
4. The black and white classes are for black and white photos only. Monochromatic prints, including sepia prints are considered color photos and must be entered in the appropriate color photo class.
5. All photos must be no larger than 8” x 10” and no smaller than 7”x 9” after trimming off all white borders (if there are any after printing).
6. Appropriate photo subject matter: Photographic subject matter is expected to follow 4-H standards. For a sense of prohibited subject matter, review the Kansas 4- H member Code of Conduct; in general, if it is not allowable at a 4-H event, it is not allowable in a 4-H photograph.
7. Photos with live subject(s) on railroad right of way or taken from railroad right of way property will not be displayed in Kansas 4-H Photography and will be DISQUALIFIED and Not Judged.
8. Copyright protections must be observed.
9. Adhering photo to matte board:  A full coverage permanent mount using a spray adhesive must be used.  Do not use household glues, glue sticks, double stick tape/patches, etc. to adhere photo to matte board.  Photos not mounted correctly will be lowered one ribbon placing.
10. Photos are to be mounted across the narrow (11”) dimension of an 11” x 12.5” sheet of white or cream studio matte board. Photos mounted on poster board will not be displayed. Matte boards may be purchased from your local K-State Extension office.
11. Photos must be mounted with the top edge of the print 1” below the top of the mount (board is always oriented narrow side up). The sides of the print must be equal distance from the two sides of the mount.
12. Improperly mounted photos, oversize or undersize photos or photos with the white borders not removed or lettering (including dates) on the photo, will be awarded a ribbon one placing lower than the placing determined by the official judges.
13. Photo ID Strip: The Kansas State Fair 4-H Photography I.D. Strip is available from your local K-State Extension Office or available for download at www.kansas4-H.org on the photography project webpage. The strip must be used and mounted correctly on the bottom front of the matte board. This is illustrated in the Kansas State Fair Book and on Kansas4-H.org.
14. No lettering, including dates, is permitted on the front of the mount or on the photo. Only the Kansas State Fair 4-H Photography ID Strip is to have lettering on it. No underlay or borders are to be used.
15. No lettering, names, addresses, descriptions or personal information pertaining to the photo or exhibitor should be written on the back of the photo matte board.  The back of the photo matte board should remain blank.
16. [bookmark: _Hlk221872856]To protect exhibits from dust and moisture, mounted photos will be placed in a sealed protective plastic sleeve by volunteers after judging. The sleeves will be provided at the Harvey County Fair.
17. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each photography entry. Sign up for a 5-minute judging time sport for each entry on the online sign-up sheet ahead of time.
Growth Portfolio Rules
1. Member is eligible for this class beginning with the third year of enrollment in the 4-H photography project.
2. Exhibit will consist of one photo for each year of enrollment.  Each photo must have been created in a different year and must be labeled with the year taken/project enrollment year.  A maximum of 5 photos may be included if the member has 5 or more years of enrollment.  Photos are not required to be in a consecutive order. For example, a nine-year-old with three years enrollment in photography is eligible to enter a growth portfolio. The portfolio in this example should have one photo from the seven-year-olds year, one photo from the eight-year-olds year, and one photo from the nine-year-olds year. The growth portfolio class may start at any time in the member’s photography career.  For an older member, the growth portfolio would represent any five years in the project, for example, years 1,3,5,7 and 9 for a member having project enrollment totaling 9 years.
3. Photos must be 8” x 10” and may be color or black and white and must be unmounted.
4. An information sheet must accompany each photo giving brand and model of camera used to create the photo. The settings for focal length, aperture, mode and shutter speed must also be listed. The skills set used to create the photo must be given and explained. The main goal for each year should be given and fully explained. The form for this information is available on the Kansas4h.org website, is a form fillable document and is required.
5. A short introduction of the photographer should be placed in the first page. This introduction should tell why the 4-H member enrolled in the Photography project and why they have continued to enroll. Exhibitor could also tell of a fun event photographed, a learning experience that taught them new skills or other related learning.
6. Beginning with photo 2, member description of GROWTH in project skill must be included on information sheet.
7. Exhibit will consist of introductory page, skill sheet and photo from each year in chronological order and arranged in a portfolio book. Skill sheet will go in left hand page and unmounted photos in right hand page.
8. Art Portfolio books for portfolio classes may be found at art supply stores, big box craft stores or online. They generally contain a black cover with clear pages to hold photos. Portfolio book pages should be 8 ½ x 11” in order to hold an 8 x 10 photo. 
Career Portfolio Rules
1. Member must have been enrolled in Photography for 5 or more years OR member must be age 15 -19 and been enrolled in photography for at least 2 years.
2. Exhibit will consist of ten (10) 8 x 10 photos showing skill development in one of the following photography areas: Portraiture, Special Effects (not done with computer), Landscape, Photo Journalism, Black and White, Nature/Wildlife or Graphic Design (computer skills with photos). All photos must be the result of the current 4-H enrollment year.
3. Photos may be color except if Black and White option is chosen and must be unmounted.
4. An information sheet must accompany each photo giving brand and model of camera used to create the photo. The settings for focal length, aperture, mode and shutter speed must also be listed. This sheet may be downloaded from the Kansas4h.org; it is a form fillable document and is required.  
5. A one-page summary should accompany the portfolio listing the goal for pursuing this area of photography and what skills were learned while doing so. Mentors should be acknowledged.  Career exploration can also be described.  
6. Exhibit will be presented in a notebook designed for portfolio review with pages for required information from #4 and #5.  Art Portfolio books for portfolio classes may be found at art supply stores, big box craft stores or online. They generally contain a black cover with clear pages to hold photos. Portfolio book pages should be 8 ½ x 11” in order to hold an 8 x 10 photo.

HVCO Conservation District Competition - 2026 Photo Contest Rules
ELIGIBILITY: The HCCD Photo Contest is open to any amateur photographer, aged 18 and under, residing in the Harvey County Conservation District or those who physically attend school in Harvey County.  Entrants may participate in only one district contest.  Limit two photos per entrant.  May be same photo (physically same photo) used for 4-H judging.

SUBJECT MATTER:  May be any of the four areas and photo must be taken in Harvey County: 

1.  Conservation Practices
Showcases Conservation methods such as contour buffer strips, cover crops, crop rotation, wetland restoration, riparian buffers, and nutrient management. Highlights conservation efforts that support environmental sustainability and resource management
2.  Close-up Conservation
Focuses on detailed aspects of conservation such as soil health, water in various forms, insects, farm animals, irrigation techniques, earthworms, roots, and composting. Highlights the small yet significant elements of conservation efforts.
3.  Conservation in Action
Captures the conservation district’s activities such as educational programs, field days, irrigation use, community meetings, and hands-on conservation practices. Highlights farmers, landowners, district staff, and volunteers engaged in conservation efforts.
4.  Agriculture and Conservation Across America
Features barns, crops, farm practices, livestock, grazing, pastures, tree farms, and youth participating in conservation-related activities.  Please ensure that a signed release form is obtained for any youth whose facial features appear in the photograph. Captures the relationship between agriculture and conservation across different regions of the U.S.

Go to NACD Poster and Photo Contests - NACD for further explanation of subject areas. 

AWARDS: First, second, and third place winners will be awarded $15, $10, and $5 cash prize respectively.

PHOTO RULES: Photo must be taken any time after October 1, 2025 through the beginning of the Harvey County Fair.  Minor digital enhancements for cropping, red-eye removal, filters and corrective functions are permitted, but images that have been judged to be altered in any significant manner will be disqualified. Contestants are not to place watermarks, dates, signatures or copyright images on photos. Previously published photos are not eligible. 

MOUNTING THE PHOTOGRAPH: Please mount according to all 4-H Photography mounting rules. Please mount on white mount board. Mount the photo on the “whitest” and “smoothest” side of the board. Photos are to be mounted across the narrow (11”) dimension of an 11” x 12.5” sheet of white mount board. Do not use foam core board or poster board. Remove white border from the enlargement before mounting. All photos must be 8” x 10”. Photos must be mounted with the top edge of the print 1” below the top of the mount board. The sides of the print must be equal distance from the two sides of the mount. Photograph may use either a horizontal or vertical format. Use only adhesives designed for permanent photography mounting. Do not use rubber cement or other household glues (white glue, etc.). Boards are available from the local K-State Extension office.

NAME AND ADDRESS: Include a brief description of the photo, when and where the photo was taken, subject matter type (1-4 from above), photographer’s full name and age, grade in school, parent’s name, and home address. Please type this information on white paper and slide it behind the photo board in the protective plastic sleeve provided after judging. The sleeves will be provided at the Harvey County Fair.

TERMS: In submitting photos, the photographer gives HCCD permission to use their photos in any publications, social media, websites, displays and other places without payment or other consideration. A photo release form, available at the fair, is required to be submitted with the entry. 

JUDGING STANDARDS: Photos will be judged on technical merit, composition and eye appeal. For technical merit, judges may check to see if the photo is well-framed, properly exposed, sharp and clear. For composition, judges determine if the photo features a recognizable center of interest, action and imagination and creativity.

JUDGING: 10 AM, Friday, July 31

RULES
1. Read General 4-H Rules.
2. The exhibit box’s outside dimensions should be 18” x 24” x 3 1/2”. Plexiglass covers are required. Boxes with glass covers WILL NOT be accepted. All specimens are to be arranged across the narrow (18”) dimension of the exhibit box, making the exhibit 18” across the top and 24” deep exactly. If a box has a sliding plexiglass cover, it must be removable from the top. Screws, locks, or other devices that would prevent judges from removing the cover should not be used. For Lapidary classes only, the dimensions of the box should be appropriate for the display, but outside dimensions should not exceed 18”x24”x31/2”.
3. Each exhibitor is required to identify each display box by placing an identification label bearing their whole name or first initial with last name, county, and number of specimens in the upper left-hand corner of the plexiglass cover, and by attaching a label with the same information on the lower right corner of the box (outside).
4. Geology specimens should be labeled with the number of the specimen, date collected, specimen name or description, and locality (county) where collected.
5. All specimens must be collected in the state of Kansas (only exception -see #7). New specimens must be collected during the current 4-H year, which will be allowed starting on the day after the conclusion of the State Fair.
6. For the geology classes 01, 02, 03 and 04, specimens should be mounted in the box by proper groups: rocks, minerals, fossils. Fossils must be identified to the Phylum, Class and Genus level (if possible, or part if Genus cannot be determined). The Genus specimen name is to begin with a capital letter and the whole specimen’s name must be italicized or underlined, not both. Species name is not required however, if a species name is used it must be all lowercase and either italicized or underlined, but not both.  The words “Phylum, Class, Genus” on labels are to be spelled out, not abbreviated. More than one specimen of the same kind of rock or mineral or species of a fossil may be exhibited if this duplication represents different geological formations. Specimen label must show this distinction (Fort Hays limestone, not just limestone; calcite from the Greenhorn Formation, not just calcite; Phylum: Brachiopoda Class: Articulata Genus: Composita from the Morrill Limestone Member, not just Phylum: Brachiopoda Class: Articulata Genus: Composita).
7. For geology classes 01, 02, 03, 04, 08, 09, and 10 all specimens must be collected by the participant (not purchased) from locations in Kansas, with the exception of Tri-State Mining Area specimens collected from these three adjacent counties: Ottawa County, OK; Newton and Jasper Counties, MO. Other out of state specimens will not count in the minimum number for the class, nor will they be considered in the judging.
8. For projects displayed in box-style exhibits—such as Entomology or Geology—that must be opened for judging, exhibitors may choose to include a closure mechanism on the box. While closures are not required, their use will not result in a ribbon deduction. Acceptable options include Velcro strips or hook-style fasteners. Closures should not interfere with the box’s ability to be displayed on a shelf and must not be lockable.
9. LAPIDARY CLASSES
The lapidary will be judged on the following criteria: 
 	Workmanship and Content		60 points 
 	Presentation and Showmanship	30 points 
 	Accuracy of Information 		10 points 
All lapidary specimens should be labeled with the following information: 
 • Specimen name 
 • Place of origin (country, state, or county; county required for Kansas specimens). 
 • Purchased or self-collected 
 • Date lapidary treatment began 
 • Date lapidary treatment completed (treatment completed after the State Fair is considered a new year specimen).
10. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each geology entry. A sign-up will be available at check-in.

Each exhibitor is limited to 1 entry per class.

CLASSES 
01 - Geology - Display at least 15 rocks, minerals, and fossils collected during the current 4-H year. Limited to one exhibit box. Only those exhibiting at the County Fair for the first time may enter this class. 
02 - Geology - Display at least 30 different rocks, minerals, or fossils, at least 5 of each. Fifteen must be collected during the current 4-H year. Limited to one exhibit box. This class open to those exhibiting either first or second time at County Fair.
03 - Geology - Display at least 45 rocks, minerals, or fossils, at least 5 of each. Fifteen must be collected during the current 4-H year. Exhibit limited to two boxes. This class open to those exhibiting either the third or fourth time at County Fair. Identify rocks  as igneous, metamorphic or sedimentary. These rock types must be spelled out and have a legible key.
04 - Geology - Display at least 60 rocks, minerals, or fossils, at least 5 of each. Fifteen must be collected during the current 4-H year. Exhibit limited to two boxes. This class open to those exhibiting the fifth time or more at County Fair. Identify rocks as igneous, metamorphic or sedimentary. These rock types must be spelled out and have a legible key.
05 - Geology Educational Exhibit - Exhibit relating to everyday living; or a mineral test, a rock formation, geological history, species of a fossil, forms of one mineral, a variation of one kind of rock, archaeological artifacts, or Indian artifacts. List your sources used (example – web address or books reviewed as a citation list). Exhibit limited to 4 feet of table space. Care should be taken to use durable materials.
06 - Any Other Geology Exhibit - Example: out-of-state displays. There is no State Fair class for this.
07 - Display of Specimens - found this year. May be exhibited in any pleasing manner such as a divided compartment box or regulation geology box. Exhibit should be labeled with specimen’s names, location found and date collected. This exhibit will not be eligible to show at State Fair.
08 - Minerology - Display a minimum of 15 mineral specimens collected in Kansas, at least 5 of which have been collected during the current 4-H year. The minerals are to be grouped by mineral class (i.e.: Carbonates, Oxides, Silicates) and at least 3 classes must be represented. The member must use one standard display box. (see #1). The specimens must be labeled with the number of the specimen, date collected, name of specimen, county where collected and chemical composition. (i.e.: CaCO3 for calcite if known.)
09 - Paleontology - Display a minimum of 15 fossil specimens collected by the participant in Kansas at least 5 of which have been collected during the current 4-H year. The fossils are to be grouped by Phylum and Class and at least 3 phlya must be represented (Brachiopoda, Chordata, Mullusca, Etc.) the member must use one standard display box.  The specimens must be labeled with the number of the specimen; date collected; county were collected; formation, member or source; phylum, class and genus or part; and geological age (Cretaceous, Permian, Pennsylvanian, etc.) 
10 - Petrology - Display a minimum of 15 rock specimens collected in Kansas, at least 5 of which have been collected during the current 4-H year. Rocks are to be grouped by 3 rock classes (sedimentary, igneous, and metamorphic). You must display at least one specimen from each of the three classes. The specimens must fit in one standard display box. Specimen labels must include a specimen number, the date collected, name of specimen, and the county where collected. All rocks must be identified by the formation and member name (examples: Fort Hays Limestone, Member of Niobrara Chalk Formation) or source (examples: Rocky Mt Outwash, glacial till)
11 - Lapidary - Display at least 5 varieties of polished (tumbled) specimens and 5 varieties of unpolished specimens that have not yet received lapidary treatment. These do not have to be an example of “before and after”, nor do they have to be self-collected. Locales must be identified. Only those exhibiting lapidary at the State Fair for the first time may exhibit in this class.
12 - Lapidary - Display before-and-after examples of at least 3 varieties of specimens, at least 2 tumble-polished and 2 unpolished of each. There is no requirement that the 4-H member collect any of these. Locales must be identified. Lapidary work should be done during the current 4-H year.
13 - Lapidary - Display before-and-after examples of at least 6 varieties of specimens, at least 2 tumble-polished and 2 unpolished of each. At least two varieties should be collected from the native site by the 4-H member, at least one of which comes from Kansas. Locales must be identified. Lapidary work on at least three varieties should be done during the current 4-H year.
14 - Lapidary - Display before-and-after examples of at least 9 varieties of specimens, at least 2 tumble-polished and 2 unpolished of each. At least three varieties should be collected from the native site by the 4-H member, at least two of which come from Kansas. Locales must be identified. Lapidary work on at least three varieties should be done during the current 4-H year.
15 - Lapidary - Exhibit at least 6 specimens that have not previously been exhibited, which have received lapidary treatment. Lapidary treatment may consist of polishing, and end, face, or flat lapping. Specimens must represent at least 3 different varieties and include at least three cabochons of any size or shape, only one of which may be free-formed. A cabochon is a style of cutting in which the top of the stone forms a domed or curved convex surface. Three of the specimens must be mounted into jewelry findings.

RULES
1. Read the General 4-H Rules.
2. All exhibits should involve engines smaller than 25 horsepower.
3. Each Small Engines exhibit must include a “4-H Small Engines Information” packet with form,. The form  is available through your local K-State Extension office or at http://smallengines.engtech4ks.com/. The form should be attached to a 10” x 13” manila envelope. Place exhibit paperwork and/or any pictures inside the manilla envelope. For notebooks, display boards, and posters, no additional exhibit information is required; no manilla envelope is needed for these exhibits.
4. Items that have been in use should be cleaned for exhibit.
5. DRAIN ALL OIL AND FUEL FROM ENGINE, FUEL TANK, AND CARBURATOR PRIOR TO ENTRY.
6. A sheet of operating instructions must be included in the packet furnished for any exhibit that is not self-explanatory.
7. As exhibitors prepare exhibits, appropriate PPE (Personal Protection Equipment) is required.
8. Cutting surfaces, such as blades, are to have a protective covering over them to prevent injury. The covering should be easily removed and reinstalled for judging. Foam “pool noodles’ and multiple layers of cardboard are acceptable.
9. If a safety violation is noted by the judges, superintendent, or other staff, the exhibitor’s exhibit, at the the judge’s discretion may receive a reduced ribbon placement or disqualification.
10. Maximum tri-fold display size is 3’x 4’ and may not extend beyond 24” from the backboard.
11. All exhibits and displays must be self-standing.
12. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each small engines entry. A sign-up will be available at check-in.

QUOTA
Each exhibitor may enter 1 exhibit per class.

RULES
1. Read the General 4-H Rules.
2. The following rules are condensed for the County Fair. For more detailed rules, please see the Kansas State Fair Rules.
3. 4-Hers are to complete and sign the rocketry information form, available from http://rocketry.engtech4ks.com/ or your local extension office and attach it to a 10” x 13” “manila” envelope. The envelope should contain:
a. Instructions on how to construct the rocket.
b. Up to 5 pages of pictures, pictures are to be attached to sheets of paper, from both construction and launch.
c. Documentation of any flight damage that occurred.
d. Any modifications made to the rocket except for paint scheme and decals.
e. An additional page for altitude calculations if the space on the form is not enough (no estimating).
f. Additionally, for original design rockets, also known as “scratch built” rockets:
i. 5 additional pages of photos are allowed
ii. Documentation of how the rocket was tested for stability
4. Exhibits should not contain any perishable items, such as eggs.
5. If a safety violation is noted by the judges, superintendent, or other staff, the exhibitor’s rocket, at the judge’s discretion, may receive a reduced ribbon placement or disqualification.
6. Rockets are to be displayed upright on a display stand with a sturdy rod that does not extend past the top of the rocket, or stand unassisted, unless the rocket is taller than 4 feet in which case no display stand is required and the rocket may be displayed on its side. Rockets are not to be displayed on launch pads to save space and prevent someone from being poked in the eye.
7. Rockets ARE NOT to be displayed with used or unused rocket engines either in the rocket or as part of the stand, if rocket engines are included in the exhibit the judge may disqualify the exhibit.
8. Rockets should be flown unless there is an active burn ban in the county or conditions are too dangerous to safely launch the rocket. Just flying the last stage (the part with the nose cone) of a multi-stage rocket is accepted.
9. Rockets are not to be “beginner kits” or use prefabricated (molded plastic) fin assemblies, or pre-finished rockets requiring no painting. The only exception is for Cloverbuds.
10. Angles of fins must fall within a plus or minus 2-degree variation using an approved fin alignment guide (such as KSSTAC10). An official fin guide is available from http://rocketry.engtech4ks.com/
11. Fins and body tubes, except those in the introductory division, are to be filled and sealed with putty, sanding sealer, and/or primer or other suitable filler to eliminate the appearance of body grooves and wood grain.
12. Fins and launch lugs are to be filleted to reduce drag and properly secure them to the model.
13. Engine mounts are to be securely attached to the body tube.
14. Any seams on plastic parts are to be sanded smooth.
15. The recovery system (typically a parachute or streamer) should be attached according to the instructions.
16. The nose cone is to fit snugly but still allow for easy removal.
17. Exhibits must be uniformly painted and smoothly finished without “runs,” “orange peel,” or “alligator skin,” or finished as per rocket instructions (for example, no painting required), and decals, if used, are to be applied smoothly.
18. Models may not be judged based on their paint scheme (colors and placement on the rocket), except for rockets that fit the definition of a ‘scale model*’and are entered in the scale model class. All other rockets do not have to follow the suggested paint scheme, allowing the 4-H’er to display maximum creativity in the finishing of their rocket. Under no circumstances is the weight given to the paint scheme to be sufficient enough, by itself, to move the non-scale model from one ribbon placing to another.
19. “Scale Models*” entered in the scale model class may be judged based on their paint scheme. The judge may deduct up to one ribbon placing for not following the paint scheme.
20. “Scale Models*” displayed in the scale model class are to be finished and completed with a majority (greater than 70%) of decals. For all other rockets the use of decals is optional.
21. As defined by the National Association of Rocketry (NAR), a scale model is “any model rocket that is a true scale model of an existing or historical guided missile, rocket vehicle, or space vehicle, that has flown under rocket power.” The intent of scale modeling is, according to the NAR, “is to produce an accurate, flying replica of a real rocket powered vehicle that is judged for craftsmanship in construction, finish, and flight performance.” (NAR “Model Rocket Sporting Code” 52.1 https://www.nar.org)
22. Original design rockets cannot be a modification of a pre-existing kit and must be of original design.
23. Original design rockets must be designed by the exhibitor(s).
24. Exhibitor(s) must be 11 years of age (4-H age) or older to enter an original design rocket.
25. Original design rockets must include detailed instructions, so that someone could construct the original designed rocket just like a kit purchased at a store. Instructions can be as many pages as needed to convey full and complete construction techniques, including fin templates.
26. For a rocket entered in the original design classes, describe in the summary how the rocket was tested for stability prior to flying. Swing testing of the rocket is required. Other tests and calculations are strongly encouraged. Exhibitors must include documentation of the swing test. Failure to swing test a rocket will result in a deduction of TWO ribbon placings.
27. Rockets that use more than one ‘D’ engine or equivalent are considered mid or high-power rockets in 4-H.
28. Mid and High-Power exhibitors must be at least 14 years of age by January 1 of the current year. This is to align with NAR certification guidelines.
29. In addition to the information packet completed for all rockets, a high-power information form is to be completed and placed inside of the information packet. This may be downloaded from http://rocketry.engtech4ks.com/
30. Exhibitors in the mid and high-power divisions must hold memberships in either NAR or Tripoli organizations.
31. The NAR High Power Rocket Safety Code applies to the construction and launching of all rockets displayed in this division. As such all mid and high-power rocketry exhibitors must comply with the NAR High Power Rocket Safety Code that is in effect as of October 1st of the current 4-H year.
32. All rockets in the mid and high-power divisions are to be launched under adult supervision by the 4-H member who constructed the rocket.
33. For rockets launched using engine(s) that have 160.1 (‘H’ engine or equivalent amount of smaller engines) Newton’s-seconds of thrust or larger, adult supervision must be provided by an individual having at least a level 1 high power certification. The 4-H member should also hold or be attempting to attain their level 1 high power certification if launching on this large of an engine.
34. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each aerospace/rocketry entry. A sign-up will be available at check-in.

Educational Exhibits Rules
1. For notebooks, display boards, and posters, no additional exhibit information is required; no manila envelope is needed for these exhibits.
2. Exhibits are to have a clear link to the Engineering and Technology area of aerospace/rocketry
3. Exhibits in posters, notebooks and display boards must contain substantial supporting educational materials.
4. Educational display boards, posters and notebooks should be creative and showcase details about the knowledge learned in the project during the current 4-H year. Value is placed on youth who can demonstrate how their skills have increased while completing the project. Each exhibit will be judged on uniqueness, creativity, neatness, accuracy of material, knowledge gained, and content. An exhibit judging score sheet available at http://rocketry.engtech4ks.com/. For example, a rocket that may have crashed and/or is highly damaged may be made into an educational display or poster that tells a great story with many lessons learned.
5. Follow copyright laws, citing all sources of information in a standard notation. Sources of information must be cited on the front of your exhibit, including all posters and educational display boards. Example citation: “Make a Star Finder” https://spaceplace.nasa.gov/starfinder/en/
6. Educational displays are not to exceed 4’ high x 3’ wide x 2’ deep. No card table exhibits will be allowed. Care should be taken to use durable materials that will withstand fair conditions.
7. Posters are limited to commercial 3’ x 4’ tri-fold display boards.
8. “Construction Kits” that are part of Educational displays must be contained in cases (tackle boxes, sealable containers, etc.) that may not be larger than 2’ x 2’ x 2’ and must have a latch which securely keeps all components contained in the “Construction Kits”. Other components are to adhere to appropriate dimensions as stated elsewhere.
9. Educational Project notebooks must be organized in a 3-ring binder or similar book.
10. Any three-dimensional poster or display board exhibits may not be thicker than 2 inches.
11. Engines and igniters for rockets ARE NOT permitted with the exhibit and constitute an immediate disqualification. This is for safety reasons and includes both spent and live engines.
12. Exhibitor’s name, age, and year(s) in project must be tagged or labeled on the exhibit. Failure to label an exhibit may result in one ribbon placing deduction.
13. Exhibits should possess the following qualities (in no particular order):
a. A central theme.
b. What you want others to learn.
c. Be designed and constructed in a manner befitting the exhibit.
d. Be something you are interested in.
e. Be related to Aerospace/Rocketry.
14. If a safety violation is noted by the judges, superintendent, or other staff, the exhibitor’s exhibit, at the judge’s discretion, may receive a reduced ribbon placement or disqualification.

Each exhibitor is limited to 1 entry per class.

RULES
1. Read General 4-H Rules.
2. Members should write “Do Not Sell” at the top of entry cards or exhibits they wish to take home. They may take them as soon as all foods judging is complete.
3. Complete recipes with ingredients and instructions must be attached with the entry, or the placing will be lowered one ribbon when judged.
4. For food safety purposes, any entries with frostings and fillings must calculate the amount of sugar in the frosting/filling recipe only. The calculation must be attached to entry, or the placing will be lowered one ribbon when judged. Frosting and fillings need to contain more than 65% sugar for safety. Examples on how to calculate this percentage are included in the publication located at: https://bookstore.ksre.ksu.edu/pubs/MF3544.pdf. A worksheet is available at: https://bookstore.ksre.ksu.edu/download/frostings-and-fillings-worksheet_4H1171
5. For food safety purposes, any food with custard and dairy-based fillings and frostings (ex. Cream cheese regardless of sugar content) raw eggs, flavored oils, “canned” bread or cakes in a jar, cut fresh fruit or any food requiring refrigeration (ex. Bacon) or unbaked exhibit with raw flour (ex. No bake cookies) will be disqualified and not judged.
6. Alcohol (ex. Wine, beer and hard liquor) is not allowed as an ingredient in food entries. Entries with alcohol will be disqualified and not be judged.
7. All baked goods must be left whole and uncut. Small items, such as cookies and rolls, should be the same shape and from the same recipe. Exhibit 3 cookies, 3 muffins, 3 bread sticks, 1 loaf bread, etc.
8. Under baked entries will be lowered one or more ribbon placings.
9. All un-frosted cakes should be exhibited in an upright position with crust showing. The exception is for cakes made with special designs such as Bundt cakes. They should have top crust side down.
10. Attach label to bottom of plate or cardboard. Label templates are available here, or make your own with the following information: Class Number, Food Product Name, 4-H member’s Name, and County.
11. Any baked product that can be removed from the pan should be placed on a plate, covered cardboard or disposable container of appropriate size for the exhibit.
12. Fruit pies should be brought in marked pie pans. All products except pies and coffee cakes should be removed from the pan before exhibiting.
13. Foods brought for exhibit must be in closed plastic bags. 4-H member is responsible for this. Bags will not be available at the Extension Office. If you are needing large bags for cakes, a turkey bag will work well.
14. Table Setting Class: Exhibit consists of linen or placemat, dishes, silver and centerpiece for main course. A menu on a 3x5 card must be included. Not necessary to include appetizer or dessert dishes for serving pieces. Exhibitor will set up table setting for judge.
15. Educational Exhibits may be a poster, notebook, or display. If a poster, it must not be larger than 22” x 28”. May be notebooks or other displays. Total space required for display must be not more than 12” high by 12” deep and 18” long. Name must be clearly marked on Education Exhibit.
16. Department Superintendents reserve the right to make final decisions when an exhibit is questionable.
17. All baked products should be made from ingredients, not mixes, except in Level I.
18. Food Gift Package and/or Specialty Food Product. No alcoholic beverages or perishable foods will be accepted. A food gift package must contain at least 3 different non-perishable food items (prepared for human consumption), made by the 4-Her, in a suitable container no larger than 18” x 18” x 18”. Prepared food items must have recipes attached with the entry. Additional homemade food items beyond the 3 minimum or purchased items may also be included in the gift basket. On the back of the entry card, answer these questions: a) what is the intended use; b) what food safety precautions were taken during and after the preparation. This entry will count as a non-perishable food product, not as an educational exhibit. Home canned foods must follow Food Preservation rules. Canning jars should not be used for baking per manufacturer’s instructions.  They could break during baking. Any brand name products in the basket must have the labels covered. Do not cellophane wrap your basket. All items in the gift basket must be non-perishable and if they have frosting or glaze, you must include the sugar percentage worksheet.
19. [bookmark: _Hlk221791868][bookmark: _Hlk221791953] Prepared food items must have recipes attached with the entry. Additional homemade food items beyond the 3 minimum or purchased items may also be included in the gift basket. On the back of the entry card, answer these questions: a) what is the intended use; b) what food safety precautions were taken during and after preparation. This entry will count as a non-perishable food product, not as an educational exhibit. Home canned foods must follow Food Preservation rules. Canning jars should not be used for baking per manufacturer’s instructions.  They could break during baking.  Any brand name products in the basket must have the labels covered. Do not cellophane wrap your basket. All items in the gift basket must be non-perishable and if they have frosting or glaze, you must include the sugar percentage worksheet.
20. Decorated cakes should be entered with open class decorated cakes, youth division.
21. All cakes must be exhibited unfrosted.
22. All gluten free and modified products will be judged accordingly to your level.
23. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each foods entry. Sign up for a 5-minute judging time sport for each entry on the online sign-up sheet ahead of time.

RULES
1. Read General 4-H Rules.
2. Exhibits must have been preserved since the previous county fair.
3. Recipes and processing methods from the sources below are required. Recipes must be from current, tested resources listed below AND MUST BE ADJUSTED FOR ELEVATION. based on your processing location, or it will be disqualified. Processing methods that will be disqualified include: open kettle-canning, oven canning, sun canning and using electric multi-cookers. If using the Presto Precise ® Digital Pressure Canner, please indicate the appliance is used for either water bath or pressure canning. Untested recipes will be disqualified for food safety reasons. Tested recipe sources include: 
a. K-State Research and Extension Food Preservation publications 
b. Other University Extension Food Preservation publications
c. USDA Complete Guide to Home Canning, @2015
d. So Easy to Preserve, 6th edition, The University of Georgia Cooperative Extension Service
e. Ball® Blue Book Guide to Preserving, Edition 38
f. Ball® Complete Book of Home Preserving, @2024
g. Canning mixes (i.e. Mrs. Wage’s, Ball®)
h. Pectin manufacturers (i.e. SureJell, Ball®)
i. KSRE Rapid Response Center Recipes
j. National Center for Home Food Preservation
k. Ball™
4. Alcohol is not allowed as an ingredient in food preservation entries. Entries with alcohol will be disqualified and not be judged.
5. There are no safe recommendations to can white peaches or elderberries.
6. Each exhibit must have the complete recipe and instructions attached with the entry card, or it will be disqualified. Recipe must include exhibitor name, recipe source, date of publication, and elevation, where food was processed. If using Mrs. Wage’s or Ball® mixes, indicate the date the mix was purchased.
7. Exhibits must be heat processed in clean, clear standard canning jars, with matching brand (ex: use Ball® lids on Ball® jars) two-piece lids. This includes fermented foods. Do not use colored jars, fancy padded lids, fabric over wraps or cozies as they interfere with the judging process. Do not reuse jars from commercial food products (ex: spaghetti sauce jars). No fancy packs unless recipe states to do so (ex: Pickled asparagus). Jars must be sealed when entered. For food safety reasons, the size of jars used must not be larger than the jar size stated in the recipe (ex: Salsa is canned in pint jars only, no quarts). Note: There are 12-ounce, 24-ounce and 28-ounce canning jars available and may be used. Use pint jar process recommendations for 12 ounce jars. Use quart jar process recommendations for 24 ounce and 28 ounce jars.
8. Each jar exhibited must be labeled. The label must not cover brand name of jar. The label must give: Class Number, Product, Elevation where processed, Canning Method (water bath, weighted gauge or dial gauge pressure method), Process Time, Pressure (psi), Date processed including month and year, Name, and County.
9. Hole punch the entry card and use a rubber band to attach the entry card and recipe around the top of the jar.
10. If dried food product is not in a canning jar, it will be lowered one ribbon rating. Suggested amount: 1/3 – ½ cup, or three or four pieces per exhibit. All meat jerky must be heated to an internal temperature of 160 degrees F before or after drying. This is not the drying temperature! Dried products must include the recipe, preparation steps and heating instructions.
11. All meat jerky must be heated to an internal temperature of 160 degrees F before or after drying. This is not the drying temperature! Jerky not heated to an internal temperature of 160 degrees F will be disqualified and not be judged.  Heating information can be found in “Dry Meat Safely at Home.” 
12. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each foods preservation entry. Sign up for a 5-minute judging time sport for each entry on the online sign-up sheet ahead of time.

2. All work exhibited must be a project of the current 4-H year.
3. Articles, garments, outfits may have been used/worn but should be carefully laundered or cleaned before being exhibited. Multiple-piece exhibits should be fastened together and noted on the card how many pieces make up the exhibit.
4. Identification Labels (sew or use a safety pin, no straight pins may be used to attach these items)
a. Type or print on 3” x 2½” piece of cloth: Class Number, County or District, Name and number of pieces in exhibit, i.e. 1 of 2, 2 of 2.
b. Attach labels on inside of garment with a safety pin or corner stitches (back of neck, center back of waistband, or left end of apron band). Label each piece. Labels are available at the Harvey County Extension Office. Care labels are not required, 4-Her should know how to care for their garment.
c. Please use a string to tie together the hangers of exhibits that require more than one hanger. 
5. Pre-cut kits are acceptable for all clothing classes. All articles/garments must be finished for use.
6. Educational Exhibit Classes - Share with others what you learned in the Sewing and Textile Exhibits may be in the form of a poster, notebook or display. Follow copyright laws as explained in the General Rules as you are preparing your exhibit. Take care to select durable materials that will withstand county fair conditions. If the exhibit is a poster, it must not be larger than 22”x 28”. If the exhibit is a display, maximum size is not to exceed a standard commercial 3’ x 4’ tri-fold display board. Name and county/district must be clearly marked on educational exhibits.
7. Recycled Clothing Project – An item made of at least 50% recycled material (recycled means reusing an existing item in a new way). Could be remaking/ redesigning a garment, re-purposing a clothing item for a new use, etc. Must include sewing of some kind.
8. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each sewing and textiles entry. A sign-up will be available at check-in.

RULES
1. Read General 4-H Rules.
Shopping in Style Rules
1. Posters can be flat poster board or foam board, no larger than 22” x 28”.
2. Tri-fold educational displays must be free-standing and no larger than 36” x 48.” 
3. Photos of 4-H members in purchased outfits must demonstrate the criteria as outlined on the score sheet.  Consider multiple angles, good light, and highlight details so that the judge may accurately evaluate the exhibit.
4. Exhibits should include actual photos of 4-H members in garments, and may also include pictures from magazines or the internet.
Fashion Revue Rules
1. The Public Style Revue will be Saturday during the fair at 2 pm in the Livestock Barn; it is strongly encouraged that you are there. Models will be allowed to showcase two of their outfits during the judging. Public Review Script- 4-H members should provide a written script to their Extension Agent so that the office may submit it as part of the fair entry process. Scripts should be 4-6 sentences in length. Write it exactly as you want it read during the public revue. Include 4-H'er's first name (no last name) and local unit somewhere in the first sentence. Some descriptors may include: fabric, colors, accessories, where you will wear the outfit, what you like best, etc. Feel free to include hobbies and other info about yourself.
2. 4-Hers enrolled in 4-H Shopping in Style and Sewing and Textiles Design are encouraged to participate in the Style Revue Judging. 
3. Purchased Garment Revue – A majority of the outfit must be purchased (not borrowed) and modeled by the 4H member or made by another individual for the 4H member if the fabric and pattern were chosen by the 4H member. Everything which is commonly considered an outer garment must be purchased by the 4H member or constructed by another person (vest, jacket, dress, skirt, pants, coat, etc.).
4. Constructed Garment Revue – A majority of the outfit must be constructed and modeled by the 4H member who made the garment/outfit. Everything which is commonly considered an outer garment must be constructed (vest, jacket, dress, skirt, pants, coat, etc.). A sweater, blouse or shirt that is worn underneath another constructed garment can be purchased or made. The constructed outfit may also be entered in the appropriate class of Sewing and Textile Design.
5. Advanced and Intermediate Division will be required to fill out the Cost Per Wear Sheet and Fashion Revue Score Card ahead of time. Beginners will be required to fill out Fashion Revue Score Card. All divisions will be required to turn in all paperwork by e-mail to Anne at aelpers@k-state.edu, to the Extension office, or uploaded to FairEntry by date that will be set later. An email with the date will be sent and it will be posted on our Facebook Group page. Forms can be found online at https://wke.lt/w/s/6pSCIS and are available at the office.
6. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each shopping in style and fashion revue entry. A sign-up will be available at check-in.

B. a top and bottom that you purchased, as well as at least three pieces of clothing in your existing wardrobe that you can mix and match with the new items to create multiple outfits. Includes a clothing inventory and explain what you have learned by completing this activity; OR
C. an outfit you purchased and explain why you selected the garment you did, your shopping budget, and cost per wear; OR
D.   an outfit you purchased and explain how advertising influences clothing purchases making a distinction between wants and needs.  Include your shopping budget and cost per wear; OR

D. an outfit you purchased and explain 3 methods of clothing repair that you have learned, i.e. torn seam, torn hem, replacing a button, etc. should also include photos and list of your assembled clothing first aid kit.  Include itemized expenses; OR

CLASSES
01 - Room Design Board - Select one room within your home or imaginary/future home (bedroom, bathroom, kitchen, etc.) to design. Create a basic floor plan showing wall footprint including any furniture, fixture and/or cabinet layout. Include any other illustrations, drawings or photographs to help support your design. Also include material/finish samples (wall treatments, floor covering, paint samples, etc.) Label any drawings or finishes so the audience understands their intention. All finishes should be attached to the design board. To explain your design intent, write a brief description to be included on the design board. (no more than one page 8 1/2 x 11). 
02 - Two Collages on Design Board - Develop two imaginary interior rooms. Each room should start out with identical dimensions and features (doors, windows, etc.) The function of the room can be up to you (bedroom, coffee shop, art studio, etc.) but should be the same for both rooms. For each space, create a feeling or mood for the occupants of the space. The mood created for one space should be the opposite or contrast to the second space. Choose a pair of contrasting words from the list provided (where do we put the list) to get started. Each collage must be on its own page. Page size preference and maximum is 11 x 17; can use smaller dimensions if needed. Collages should covey a space that includes a background, midground and foreground. Once these are established, add as many layers as needed. Use print materials from magazines, colored paper, the internet, or other design materials to find furniture, lighting fixtures, textures and other elements to complete each collage. For each collage, write a brief description of your design intent. (one to three paragraphs total). Adhere both collages and design intent on a foamcore presentation board. Label each collage with the descriptive words you selected from the list. Additionally, you may include research, inspiration imagery or any additional drawings that helped you design your space.
03 - Two Diorama Models - Construct two dioramas, one for each space demonstrating contrasting moods. Each diorama will be designed within similar sized boxes. Boxes should be large enough to be easily viewed but no larger than 12” x 18”. Both rooms being depicted need to be the same size. Dioramas should convey a space which includes a background, midground and foreground. Once you have these established, you can add as many layers as needed. Use print materials from magazines, colored paper, the internet or other design materials to find furniture, lighting fixtures, textures and other elements to complete each room or diorama. Elements will need to be cut out and adhered to each background, midground and foreground to reflect the design of the room. Focus on selecting materials and colors to create the mood or essence of the space. Use openings in your container to experiment with the effect of light in your space. Dioramas should not contain actual figures, miniature furniture/cabinets or moveable parts. All elements should be paper adhered to materials easily found at home. For example: magazine photos, cardstock, plastic, cardboard, chipboard or other material to depict design finishes/elements within the diorama.
04 - Marble Maze or Enclosure - Create a space in which a marble will move through a sequence of rooms, enclosures or spaces. Use different types of elements and materials to enclose your spaces or guide the marble. Consider the size of the marble and how you want the space to feel – big and open or small and enclosed. Pay close attention to the sizes of architectural elements relative to the size of the marble. To construct the marble maze or enclosure, use household materials found around the home to create the structure. (cardboard, chipboard, construction paper, paper towel or toilet paper tubes, etc.). The base of the structure should be no larger than 18” x 24” (poster board size) and 12” in height. In addition to your enclosure/maze, you may also present a small design board with illustrations/drawings to help the audience understand the path of travel for the marble, or the rules for which you designed. Write or type a brief description of your design intent (1-3 paragraphs total) to be included on the design board.
05 - Marble Maze Presentation Board Only - Include drawings of your marble enclosure/maze design; (examples include floor plan, section, elevations, etc.) In addition to your base drawings, include any illustrations/drawings to help your audience understand the path of travel for the marble. You may also include quality photographs that show the sequence of the marble moving through the built design. Images may be annotated, meaning you can use notes to explain your thoughts/design intent, on the board. This sequence of photos should visually tell the story of your design. Write or type a brief description of your design intent (1-3 paragraphs in total) to be included on the presentation board.

RULES
1. Read the General 4-H Rules.
2. Fiber Arts is defined as any method of creating a unique design with fiber, fabric or yarn. This may include: making fabric (such as weaving crochet, knitting, needlepoint); or when existing fabric is changed into something quite different (such as quilting or embroidery or ethnic art.) Ethnic Fiber Arts should use a fiber, yarn or fabric to create the design exhibit. Non-textile (examples include wood, reed, straw, grass, etc.) baskets/pieces should be entered in Visual Arts.
3. Identification Label:
a. Type or print on a 3” x 2 1/2 “piece of cloth: class number, county, and exhibitor’s name (tags are also available at the Extension Office)
b. Sew or safety pin this ID label on the corner of flat articles;
c. For garments, attach ID label to the front left shoulder seam, or left side of waistband, as if you were wearing the garments.
4. All articles/garments must be finished for use.
5. When articles, which are normally worn as a pair, are exhibited, both articles must be shown together. Fasten articles together securely with yarn.
6. Special consideration will be given to articles, which are of original design. Such articles should have a note attached explaining the original design.
7. When the exhibit is a sewn garment that also includes one or more Fiber Art techniques (i.e. knitting, crochet, needle arts, or patchwork and quilting), the determination of what division (Clothing or Fiber Arts) and class in which to enter will be left with the 4-H participant.
8. Ethnic Arts is defined as a Fiber Art/Textile technique that is associated with a specific country or culture. It is a practical skill that was developed to provide basic family needs such as apparel, home furnishings or decorations. It is also defined as a method that has been maintained throughout history and passed on to others, often by observation and by example, such as batik, Swedish huck towel weaving, mud cloth, bobbin weaving, tatting, felted items that are not knitted or crocheted, etc.
9. Fiber Arts Educational Notebook - Share with others what you learned in this project about a particular Fiber Art. Exhibits should be in the form of a notebook or binder. The notebook should include a narrative section describing the fiber art. It should include a clear description of the project, technique, budget, supplies, goals, accomplishments, successes, failures, and future plans. It may include samples of techniques, how-to photographs of completed projects, or other ways of educating others about fiber arts. NOTE: A collection of brochures, web pages, patterns, record book forms, etc. does not constitute an educational notebook. Follow copyright laws as explained in the General Rules as you are preparing your exhibit. Name, local unit and fiber art covered must be clearly marked in the notebook.
10. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each fiber arts entry. Sign up for a 5-minute judging time sport for each entry on the online sign-up sheet ahead of time.

RULES
1. Read the General 4-H Rules.
2. Articles exhibited must be an original design created by the exhibitor.
Explanation of “original art”:
a. If a 4-H member creates their own pattern or art project that contains paint, diamond art beads, string art or any other medium, then it becomes their own work and in turn can evolve into an allowable project.
b. Combining parts of different patterns (pictures, photographs, images from the internet or magazine) with the member’s own ideas can result in an original design.
c. Changing only the color, pattern or size does not make the design original.
d. If a photo, sketch or other idea source was used, or a new pattern was created by the 4-H member please submit it with the judging rubric.
e. The design process for original art by the 4-H member must be explained during judging.
3. All visual arts exhibits are evaluated using a visual arts rubric, which takes into account correct use of design elements, craftsmanship, and creativity.
4. Two-dimensional items may be hung to display.
5. Multi-piece items should be marked accordingly.
6. The Fiber Arts project offers classes for quilting, embroidery, counted-cross stitch, etc.
7. No plants or plant materials needing watering can be entered as an art display or item.
8. Two-Dimensional Art is described as a form of visual art that exists on a flat surface and has width and height but no depth. Examples include drawings, paintings, prints, photography and can be created with charcoal, ink, watercolor, pencil, paint, etc.
9. Three-Dimensional Art is described as a form of art that has height, width and depth and can be viewed from multiple angles. 3D art takes up physical space. Examples include clay molding, glass blowing, sculpture, casting, modeling, carving and construction.
10. Explanation of the term “kit” – Any art project that comes pre-packaged or boxed as a “kit” is not an allowable project. While utilizing kits can help build skills, the work needs to be original to the 4-H member. Examples include paint by number, diamond art kits, string art, etc. Exception: Leather project kits, due to the nature of precut leather, are allowed.
11. Painted craft versus glazed pottery – When a 4-H member uses acrylic paint on pre-made ceramic pieces it is considered a painted craft. When a 4-H member applies glaze to greenware and the pieces are fired, that is considered pottery/ceramics and fine art.
12. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each fiber arts entry. Sign up for a 5-minute judging time sport for each entry on the online sign-up sheet ahead of time.

02 - Clay and Ceramics - Any original item made of clay; may be fired or unfired, hand formed, or thrown on a wheel. Self-hardening, fire/oven-cured, and/or cornstarch clays are acceptable. Items can include, but are not limited to, clay statues, bowls, etc.
03 - Leather and Jewelry - Any leather stamping, carving, tooling, lacing, or stitching piece or any jewelry piece made from any medium are acceptable exhibits. Leather project kits are acceptable due to leather being precut for particular projects. If a 4-H member makes their own leather pattern that should be explained during judging.
04 - Three-Dimensional - The piece must be observable on at least three sides and should be either free-standing or prepared to be hung. (Legos would fall under this class but there is a specific class for Legos. Please see Building Block Engineering)
05 - General Crafts - This category incorporates miscellaneous pieces that do not correspond to the four, above-mentioned classes.

RULES
1. Read the General 4-H Rules.
2. Each exhibitor is required to complete the “4-H Robotics Exhibit Information Form” which is available through your K-State Extenison office or at https://robotics.engtech4ks.com/ . 
3. This form must be attached to the outside of a 10” X 13” manila envelope.  All revisions of all forms previously released for the Engineering and Technology division either undated or dated prior to current year are void for use and new forms must be obtained and used that are dated by the State 4-H office for the current year.  Use of old forms should result in the loss of one ribbon placing for exhibits.  
4. Each exhibit must include a robot, information packets are not a sufficient exhibit.
5. Robots must have automated (electric, pneumatic, hydraulic, etc.) articulated structures (arms, wheels, grippers, pneumatic, hydraulic, etc.). Game consoles that display on a screen are not considered robots and should either be entered in the computer sciences division or electronics and renewable energy division. Robots requiring no assembly, just programming, such as Ozobots, are considered computer system sciences projects as the skill is focused on programming not on the construction of the robot.
6. Robot dimensions should not exceed 2 feet high, by 2 feet wide, by 2 feet deep. If displayed in a case (not required but strongly encouraged) the outside case dimensions should not be excessive. The display case should have the exhibitor’s information attached to both the base and cover.
7. Materials including but not limited to USB drives, obstacles, spare batteries, and mats for testing the robot should be brought to judging.
8. All electric components of the robot must be adequately covered or concealed with a protective enclosure, specifically circuit boards. Paper is NOT considered an adequate enclosure or covering for electrical components.
9. Robots may be powered by an battery, water, air, elastic energy devices (rubber bands, balloons, etc.) or solar source only. Junk drawer robots may be powered by a non-traditional power source. Robots powered by fossil fuels/flammable liquids will be disqualified. Robots that include weaponry of any kind will be disqualified. Weaponry is defined as any instrument, possession, or creation, physical and/or electrical that is intended to inflict damage and/or harm to individuals, animal life, and/or property.
10. Remote controlled robots are allowed under certain conditions provided that the robot is not drivable. Robots programmed on phones/tablets need to have a specific program created, using motion controls to move the robot are not acceptable, for example “press forward on the screen to make the robot go forward.” A remote is allowed, provided more than a single action happens when a single button is pressed on the remote. For example “a motor spins for 3 seconds, at which point an actuator is triggered, then the motor spins for 3 more seconds.” Remote controlled cars, boats, planes and/or action figures, etc. are not allowed.
a. Robotic arms and hand extensions (hydraulic, mechanical, or electrical) are allowed.
11. Each robot must be in working condition. Robots will be operated during judging to evaluate its workmanship and its ability to complete its intended task.
12. The exhibit must include written instructions for operation (instructions should be written in clear, simple, step-by-step language so that someone with no prior experience could successfully operate the robot), construction plans (do not need to be printed), and one to five pages of project photographs are required for all exhibits For robots that can be programmed, robot programming information must be included. This information should be placed inside the 10” x 13” manila envelope mentioned above. Robot programming information can be, but not limited to, source code, block diagrams, screen captures of the coding window, and other images that show the programming logic used.
13. Creativity, workmanship, and functionality will be strong criteria in judging the “Robot designed by Exhibitor” classes. All robots should have a purpose or intended function, examples include, but are not limited to following a line, sweeping the floor, solving a Rubix Cube, sorting colors, or climbing stairs.
14. Exhibitor’s name must be tagged or labeled on the robot such as on the bottom of the robot.
15. There are no county or district boundaries that must be adhered to in order to form a Kansas 4-H Engineering & Technology Robotics team.
16. Each 4-Her will conference with a judge about each robotics entry. A sign-up will be available at check-in.
Educational Exhibits Rules
1. For notebooks, display boards, and posters, no additional exhibit information is required; no manila envelope is needed for these exhibits.
2. Exhibits shall have a clear link to the Engineering and Technology area of Robotics.
3. Exhibits in posters, notebooks and display boards must contain substantial supporting educational materials.
4. Educational display boards, posters and notebooks should be creative and showcase details about the knowledge learned in the project during the current 4-H year. Value is placed on youth who can demonstrate how their skills have increased while completing the project. Each exhibit will be judged on uniqueness, creativity, neatness, accuracy of material, knowledge gained, and content. An exhibit judging score sheet available at https://www.kansas4-h.org/projects/engineering-technology/robotics/.
5. Follow copyright laws, citing all sources of information in a standard notation. Sources of information must be cited on the front of your exhibit, including all posters and educational display boards. Example citation: “Make a Star Finder” https://spaceplace.nasa.gov/starfinder/en/
6. Educational displays are not to exceed 4’ high x 3’ wide x 2’ deep. No card table exhibits will be allowed. Care should be taken to use durable materials that will withstand fair conditions.
7. Posters are limited to commercial 3’ x 4’ tri-fold display boards.
8. “Construction Kits” that are part of educational displays must be contained in cases (tackle boxes, sealable containers, etc.) that may not be larger than 2’ x 2’ x 2’ and must have a latch which securely keeps all components contained in the “Construction Kits”. Other components are to adhere to appropriate dimensions as stated elsewhere.
9. Educational Project notebooks must be organized in a 3-ring binder or similar book.
10. Any three-dimensional poster or display board exhibits may not be thicker than 2 inches.
11. Exhibitor’s name, age, and year(s) in project must be tagged or labeled on the back of the exhibit. Failure to label an exhibit may result in one ribbon placing deduction.
12. Exhibits should possess the following qualities (in no particular order):
a. A central theme.
b. What you want others to learn.
c. Be designed and constructed in a manner befitting the exhibit.
d. Be something you are interested in.
13. If a safety violation is noted by the judges, superintendent, or other staff, the exhibitor’s exhibit, at the judge’s discretion, may receive a reduced ribbon placement or disqualification.

RULES
1. Read the General 4-H Rules.
2. Total exhibit dimensions may not exceed 2 feet high, by 2 feet wide, by 2 feet deep.
3. The minimum exhibit dimensions must be at least 6 inches wide and deep.
4. All exhibits are required to be placed in a sturdy see-through enclosure with a top, bottom, and 4 sides. A ‘clear’ tub turned upside down with the exhibit placed on the lid would be an acceptable enclosure. It may be desirable to place a cutting board or other hard surface between the lid and base plate of the exhibit to make it sturdier. This is to keep exhibit components from being “scattered to parts unknown” at the fair. The outer dimensions of the enclosure do not count towards the total exhibit dimensions but should not be excessive. The entire exhibit should fit in the display enclosure, so the enclosure does not smash into the exhibit during movement.
a. Cases are to be removable and should not be bolted down, glued, or sealed in any way that prevents judges from touching the actual display. (Locking handles and snap shut lids are fine.)
5. All components used in construction should be dust and hair free, clean, free of chips, scuffs, cracks, or broken blocks
6. Gaps or cracks should not be visible between assembled blocks unless they fit with the story, for example an earthquake
7. The primary building component should be interlocking blocks, commonly referred to by the brand name of Lego®.
8. Other components can be integrated into dioramas to illustrate architectural aspects that may be difficult to convey with traditional interlocking blocks, for example, marbles for small round objects.
9. The use of existing “store bought” sets for major elements of the display is not allowed. Use of figurines from sets is allowed as is using individual bricks or small sub-assemblies to create something different than the set it came from. For example, a car hood or front end from a car kit could be used in a “car museum,” just not the entire car. The intent of this is to ensure fairness among exhibitors and encourage maximum creativity instead of just following a set of plans.
10. Dioramas should be suitably complex and have multiple elements. They can be of buildings (inside/outside), natural spaces, imaginative/fictional areas, compartments of vehicles, logic puzzles, about anything you can think of that’s not a picture or artwork. For example, a camp site that has a log cabin, a tree fort, and a car.
11. Weapons are not prohibited in dioramas.  Scenes depicting battles, like you would find in museums, are acceptable exhibits.  However, blood and “gore” is not to be added and will result in a ribbon place deduction.
12. All dioramas should have a story, which is part of the information pack, that describes what is happening in the diorama; this can be as simple (the nursery rhyme “Jack and Jill” for example) or complex as needed to explain to someone looking at the exhibit what is happening.
13. Vehicles that are intended to stay in a single place should be affixed to base plates with sticky tack, hot glue, or other method.
14. Mechanical enhancements or motion elements that add motion to the diorama are acceptable and encouraged. For example, merry-go-rounds, doors, elevators, gears, marbles going down a channel, flapping wings, animatronics, etc. If included, judges should be able to use them and instructions should be provided for operation either in the story or on a separate page.
15. Artistic designs, for example recreating paintings like the “Mona Lisa” or “Stary Nights” and structures like “David” are not permitted as exhibits and one ribbon placing should be deducted. These exhibits should be displayed in Visual Arts.
16. The exhibitor’s name must be tagged or labeled on the display. Additionally the display case should have the exhibitor’s information attached to both the lid (base) and clear container (covering) as well, as the case may be separated from the display.
17. Each exhibitor is required to complete the “4-H Building Block Engineering Exhibit Information Form” which is available through your local K-State Extension office or at http://blocks.engtech4ks.com/. This form must be attached to the outside of a 10” x 13” manila envelope. Do not tie the envelope to the exhibit. All revisions of forms previously released for the division dated prior to current year are void for use and new forms must be obtained and used that are dated by the Kansas State 4-H Office for the current year.
18. Each exhibit information packet should include the following items:
a. 1 to 5 pages of photos showing work on the exhibit, preferably from a beginning state to final or completed state. Final pictures help in determining where a part might go in case something comes loose.
b. If appropriate operating instructions for mechanical portions of the diorama.
19. Entry of either a packet without an accompanying exhibit or an exhibit without a packet is not a sufficient exhibit.

14. For notebooks, display boards, and posters, no additional exhibit information is required; no manila envelope is needed for these exhibits.
15. Exhibits shall have a clear link to the Engineering and Technology area of Building Block Engineering.
16. Exhibits in posters, notebooks and display boards must contain substantial supporting educational materials.
17. Educational displays may use kits and any interlocking bricks used must adhere to the other general rules set forth.  Educational displays are to inform the audience about something, for example, the Titanic.  They are not to be merely an entry of a kit.  Entries of just kits in the educational division will be disqualified.
18. Educational display boards, posters and notebooks should be creative and showcase details about the knowledge learned in the project during the current 4-H year. Value is placed on youth who can demonstrate how their skills have increased while completing the project. RULES
1. Read the General 4-H Rules.
2. Wheeled exhibits must utilize a braking mechanism which prevents the exhibit from freely rolling while on display.
3. Exhibitors are responsible for providing sufficient braking or “chocks” for trailer or wheeled exhibits to ensure that the exhibits do not move once positioned. If using a wheel "chocking” mechanism, the two individual blocks should be connected together as a pair of chocks, so they do not become separated. At least one pair of chocks should be placed on each side of the trailer to prevent movement.
4. For trailer exhibits the tongue of the trailer should be equipped with a locking mechanism (e.g. padlock) to prevent the trailer from being moved by unauthorized individuals while on display. A key for the locking mechanism should be left with the superintendent or with Harvey County Extension Staff and labeled with the exhibitor’s name, county, and phone number.
5. Exhibits with downward swinging parts, such as tailgates, that could pose a fall/striking/crushing hazard should have a tamper resistant locking mechanism such as a “zip-tie” or a “cotter-key” through a release pin that would prevent the swinging part from being accidentally released and falling on someone.
6. Each exhibit must be free-standing or sufficiently supported by an exhibitor supplied support system that is moveable and is part of the total dimensions and weight of the exhibit. Exhibit display boards should have a portable and moveable base and examples should be firmly affixed to the board to ensure all parts of the display stay together. No exhibits may be staked to the ground for display.
7. Top heavy items should be braced or placed in a stand sufficient to prevent them from toppling over while on display.
8. No sealed vessels are allowed.  All vessels must be properly vented, for example, a water tank with a fill cap, or a drilled hole for empty chambers that allows pressure to equalize.  Exhibits not properly vented will be disqualified.
9. Tanks are to be triple rinsed, dried and free of all liquid residue.
10. As exhibitors build their exhibits, appropriate PPE (Personal Protection Equipment) is required.
11. Painting or spot painting is not allowed on projects after arrival on fairgrounds. If wet paint is detected by judges or superintendents one ribbon placing will be deducted.
12. Repair projects having adequate original finish need not be repainted.
13. Cutting surfaces, such as blades, are to have a protective covering over them to prevent injury. The covering should be easily removed and reinstalled for judging. Foam “pool noodles” and multiple layers of cardboard are acceptable.
14. Display cases for small exhibits are acceptable and must be easily opened so the item can be removed and examined as part of judging.
15. Exhibits that include weaponry of any kind will be disqualified. Weaponry is defined as any instrument, possession, or creation, physical and/or electrical that is intended to be used to inflict damage and/or harm to individuals, animal life, and/or property.
16. If the exhibit is powered by flammable liquids (gas, propane, kerosene, etc.) the fuel tank and fuel system should be drained and allowed to dry, to avoid spills and potential fires.
17. Electric powered (battery, corded, solar, or alternative energy) exhibits should have a primary shutoff or disconnect switch.
18. If a safety violation is noted by the judges, superintendent, or other staff, the exhibitor’s exhibit, at the judges’ discretion, may receive a reduced ribbon placement or disqualification.
19. The exhibitor’s name must be tagged or labeled on the display.
20. Each exhibitor is required to complete the “4-H Ag Mechanics Welding Exhibit Information Form” for each exhibit, except for display boards, which is available through your local K-State Extension office or at http://welding.engtech4ks.com/. This form must be attached to the outside of a 10” x 13” manila envelope. Do not tie the envelope to the exhibit. All revisions of all forms previously released for the division dated prior to current year are void for use and new forms must be obtained and used that are dated by the State 4-H Office for the current year.
21. Each exhibit information packet should include the following items:
a. Bill of materials for the project with associated costs shall be provided. Scrap items used may be listed as having a $0.00 cost.
b. 1 to 5 pages of photos showing work on the exhibit, preferably from a beginning state to final or completed state.
c. If applicable schematics or working drawings relating to the creation or repair must be provided. This requirement is not required for display boards.
d. If appropriate operating instructions.
